Race 3 
 
1. ADMIRAL THRAWN - Runner up at Maisons Laffitte and here before winning two handicaps in a 

row including a battling victory over course and distance here in August. Was raised a total of 7 Kg 
as a result of those wins and finished eight at Lyon Parilly last time out 

2. MORAL GAGNANT - Excellent effort when third in a Class 2 handicaps here and at La Teste 
Buch during the summer. Struggled here in August before winning a Class 3 handicap at Bordeaux 

this month. Raised 2 Kg today 

3. VELMA VALENTO - She has been victorious in two of her eleven outings. Those came back in 
2017 and early last season. Two placed efforts from four starts this year and has work to do here 
to be involved 

4. BLACK CANYON - Just the one win from twelve runs in France. Disappointing at 
ParisLongchamp in July but a better effort when fifth in a handicap at Vichy in August. Hard to 
recommend here 

5. MAJURA - Has had a decent run of form since July of last season winning five times including a 

Class 2 handicap over course and distance here during the summer. Slightly disappointing here 
last time out 

6. ZANZIBAR - Four time scorer from thirty career starts. Several good efforts of late including 
fourth behind Chasselay in a Class 2 handicap over course and distance here in August and is not 

to be underestimated  

7. ATEEM - In great form. Two wins in a row at Les Sables and here before a good second in a 
Class 2 handicap at Chantilly last month and won again at Lyon Parilly last time out. Raised 3 Kg 
today but is respected 

8. WETROV - A two time winner from twenty three runs. Had been hinting that there might be 
something about to happen here during the summer but has disappointed in his last two races. 
Not without a chance today 

9. SQUAMISH - Ten time winner from thirty seven career starts. Creditable third placed efforts in 

his last two races at Mont-De-Marsan and Craon. Well handicapped at the moment and has place 
prospects today 

10. KEY TO MAGIC - Runner up in conditions races at Lion-D'Angers and La Roche Posay before 
a creditable third in a Class 3 race on the PSF at Lyon La Soie earlier this month. Has some 

decent form in Germany 

11. TENNESSEE SONG - Both victories from seventeen runs came in a row in Class 2 handicaps 
at Chantilly during April and June. A couple of decent placed efforts after that but has struggled in 
his last two races 

12. COPPER BAKED - Won a big handicap at Angers last back end and a Class E claimer on the 
turf at Cagnes in January. Must recover from a poor last time out performance in a claimer at 
Compiegne to feature here

2. TAMMANI - Third in a Listed race at Haydock early last month and a fair effort in a Group Three 
at Chantilly since. Respected 

3. KETIL - Good winner of a newcomers race on his debut at Saint-Cloud last month and can have 

a say today

this month. More needed

Interesting on 

his French debut 

4. TENORIO - Dual winner in the handicap division this season and a good second at Maisons-
