YA HE'S OURSTAR

Finished a close second last time out at Leicester over 1400m. Shapes as a key runner.
Went close last time when third over 1600m at this track. Hard to toss on that form.

Finished midfield when resuming from a spell last start over 1400m at Great Yarmouth.
Stretches out over further today. Will be hard to beat.

Finished third over 1700m at Beverley two back then missed the frame last time out over 1740m
at Wolverhampton. Can atone.

Beaten 1.75 lengths into third at Wolverhampton two starts ago. Disappointed last time at
Wolverhampton when 11 lengths from the winner in seventh. Sure to be thereabouts.

Recorded her maiden win last start as favourite over 1440m at Wolverhampton. Looks hard to
beat again.

In the money two starts back at Bath but couldn't back that up when unplaced over 1600m at
this track last time. Certainly worth another chance.

Didn't inspire again last start, beaten 10 lengths over 1600m at Bath. A better run is on the cards.

Finished fifth two runs ago at Bath but found form last time out when she scored by a head over
1400m at this track. High among the chances.

Hasn't been far away but struggling to return to winning form this campaign, the latest when
ninth over 2010m at Brighton. Rates well and is among the chances.

Was a first-up winner last start at Chelmsford, scoring by 1.75 lengths over 1600m. Back in great
shape and is one of the leading chances.

Was sent out at $17 on debut last start and could only manage sixth, 6 lengths from the winner,
at Lingfield All Weather over 1600m. Shows promise and worth following up.

Unraced filly by leading sire Fastnet Rock out of Map Of Heaven. Leading rider engaged today.
Profiles well and expecting a strong market push.

New Approach filly from Adoringly on debut. Worth keeping very safe.

Three-year-old filly by leading Sea The Stars who was purchased for GNS 400,000 (Tattersalls
2019 October Yearling Sale Book 1) Tom Marquand will give it every hope. Hard to assess, keep
safe.

Not a prolific winner with just three victories from 39 starts. Last start finished third over 1156m
at Navan. Well placed this time and expected to measure up.

Form since resuming has been disappointing, last start finishing tenth over 1408m at Galway.
Has ability and is worth another chance.

Returned to winning form last time when he scored by half a length over 1207m at Dundalk All
Weather. Back in the winners' list and is definitely worth including.

Was unplaced and well beaten in all runs last campaign, the latest when ninth over 1467m at
Roscommon nine weeks ago. Worth including.

Beaten 4.5 lengths into second at Roscommon two starts ago. Disappointed last time at Cork
when 6 lengths from the winner in 11th. Expect he will make amends.
