Has the ability and is a definite each way hope.

Shown little on the track to date. Unimpressive when fourth over 2000m at Marseille Vivaux last
start. Making up the numbers even if the rise in distance helps.

Was below her best last time finishing 12th and beaten 10 lengths at this track. Disappointing
latest and others have better credentials.

M HANDCHOP Is back racing at Lyon-Parilly but at a shorter 1350m journey this time out, ran fourth by 3.5
lengths when here last time. Can overlook.

H LAWRENCE Out of the placings last time when sixth over a longer 1600m trip at this track. Rates well and
looks hard to beat.

Finished a 5.5 lengths seventh last time at Marseille Borely in a run well below best. Rates nicely

today and could well bounce back.
m STORM KATY Hasn't won in more than a year. Ran well at this track last start but suspect she must improve
further to feature here.
n LA VENELLOISE Placed last time when a nose s'econd over 1500m at Marseille Vivaux but still a maiden after 22
runs. Overdue but doesn't look likely to threaten.

n PENNYBAKER Made steady improvement at second career start, boxing on strongly to finish second over
1900m at Cholet. Rates highly here and can go on with it.

H NISRY Showing ability having finished in the money at both career runs to date, the latest when third
over 2400m at Nantes. Will need to do more, prefer others this time.

n CABAL Open to much improvement after a fair debut when fifth over 2000m at Lyon-Parilly. Thereabouts
on debut and shouldn't be far away.

n TAKARIAN Finished third on debut last start at Cholet and it's hard to know how much improvement he can
make on that effort. Worth consideration of a place at best.

2 KER WELEN Solid effort last start showing good ability. Up in the weights now but still appeals as well treated

and should take plenty from that run. Contender.
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
