Went down by a nose to finish second at Kembla Grange over 1200m last start. Nice draw. Will
take beating.

Lightly raced and rises in grade after a comfortable win on resuming where he looked to have
plenty more to give. Should be up to the task here. Respect.

Progressive and lightly raced filly. Last time recorded a half a length victory over 1200m at
Wyong. Has the ability and looks one of the major players.

Broke the maiden status last start at Tamworth over 1000m. Up in class but should go well
again. Can run into a place.

Rises 100m
in distance for this which should suit. Take beating again.

Returned from a spell last start when third beaten 2.25 lengths at Taree on May 3 over 1257m.
Winning chance.

Returns from a 11 month break having won at this track. Expect him to be race fit with a couple
of barrier trials under his belt for this. Finished off last preparation with a win. Can do the same
again.

Fitter for two runs back, the latest when 4 lengths ninth over 1200m at Kembla Grange. Good
record overall and is a definite winning chance.

Lightly raced four-year-old gelding by leading sire Savabeel recorded a strong win at this track to
break maiden status prior to a spell. Resumes after seven months break. Don't discount first up.

35,000 | THE PRINCE OF MEREWETHER MDN
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Solid effort last start showing good ability. Up in the weights now but still appeals as well treated
and should take plenty from that run. Genuine chance.

Found himself positioned up on the speed at Canterbury last start and worked home nicely,
running second. Wasn't beaten by far in that affair. Can be thereabouts at the finish again here.
Keep in mind.

Has been closing in on a win, hitting the frame for the first time latest at Hawkesbury. Rates
strongly and can improve further. Can open winning account this time.

Returned from a 10 months spell with a fast finishing second over 1400m at this track. Appears
suited by the extra journey this time and can find best this time.

Placed in a barrier trial at Randwick and then showed potential at debut over 1400m. If she can
improve on that outing she will be the one to beat.

Stepping out to this circuit for the first time but rates well at this trip. Racing well and can win
again.
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
