RACE 1: SKY SPORTS RACING SKY 415 RESTRICTED NOVICE STAKES (GBB RACE)   

Monkmoor Pip   Ciara Pearl  Huda Star   

MONKMOOR PIP returns to the scene of his debut success nine days ago, where he showed a nice 
turn of foot to score over this C&D and Hugo Palmer's charge looks to have a good opportunity to 
make it two wins from two starts with that ouƟng under his belt. Ciara Pearl appears the most 
obvious threat aŌer geƫng within a short head of upseƫng a long odds-on favourite over 1m at 
Bath in July and she shaped as though that iniƟal experience was needed. Huda Star weakened late 
on when sent off favourite for a 1m2f maiden at Chelmsford in June and should be suited by 
dropping in distance.

Finished 3 1/2l behind Passing Time when fourth of 6 at 14-1 on his racecourse debut at Ffos Las over 
1m (good) in July.     

3 ARTAVIAN   Half-brother to Muscika, won nine Ɵmes at 5f and 6f.  

4 KARATAYKA   Placed twice in ten starts. Finished 10l behind Jazz Samba 
when fiŌh of 7 at 7-2 on her latest ouƟng at Beverley over 7f (soŌ) in May.    

5 NATIONAL HEALTH  Beaten 20l behind Sir Terence Hadley at 25-1 when eighth of 
10 on his flat debut at Southwell over 1m 3f last month.     

Beaten a 
short head by Rose Bolt when second of 5 at 9-1 on her racecourse debut at Bath over 1m (good) in 
July.     

Beaten 10l behind Paradise Row at 
2-1fav when eighth of 11 on her latest ouƟng at Chelmsford City over 1m 2f in June.   

8 SCRAMBLE   Placed in four of 17 starts. Finished 14l behind Harry The 
Haggler when fourth of 7 at 6-1 on her latest ouƟng at Brighton over 1m (soŌ) last month.

SPARKED won this race off a 2lb lower mark last year and looks primed for another bold bid, having 
returned to form when making all under today's rider at Bath last month. So Sleepy is due to go up 
2lb in the future aŌer a close second over this C&D last week (Nordic Glory fourth) and she can go 
well off the same mark. Rewilding is another to consider following a narrow victory at 
Wolverhampton 10 days ago but a 6lb penalty leaves him with no margin for error.

Milliterries has experience on her side aŌer a couple of respectable efforts on turf in August and 
must be considered, but Ralph BeckeƩ has his string in good order at present and preference is for 
his BERNESE. The form of her debut fiŌh over this trip at Newmarket looks fairly solid, with the third 
going on to win twice and contest the Rockfel Stakes, and this half-sister to a 6f juvenile winner on 
the all-weather may appreciate the switch to Polytrack. Noble Galahad cost 50,000 euros as a 
yearling and could be the pick of the newcomers for a yard among the winners in recent weeks.

Ɵmes at 1m and 1m 1f. Well beaten at 40-1 behind Havanagreaƫme when 12th of 13 on his 
racecourse debut at Windsor over 6f (good to firm) last month.     

3 PAPAGEI   Foaled 19 Apr. Half-brother to Silent Film, won four Ɵmes at 
7f and 1m including a Group 2 race. Unplaced in both starts. Finished 8l behind Emperor's Star when 
sixth of 16 at 33-1 on his latest ouƟng at Chelmsford City over 7f in August.    

4 PITNEY    Foaled 23 Apr. Half-brother to Forbearing, won twice at 7f.
