RACE 1 8:05 PM  |  $23,000  |  CAGNES-SUR-MER  |  1600m
 	 2	 SZAFRAN (FR) Zelzal colt out of Texalila.

 	 6	 VILLAGE ANGLAIS (FR) Ribchester colt out of Santa Ponsa.

 	 3	 KIZMAMBO (IRE) Progressive colt resuming today after two runs in his maiden campaign. Has ability 
and is sure to have come on over the break.

 	 1	 ROI DE FLANDRE (FR) Hasn’t been far away in two career runs. Don’t underestimate.

 	 4	 IDEE DE CHEVAL (FR) Likely to find this a bit tougher and others appeal more.

RACE 2 8:50 PM  |  $50,000  |  CAGNES-SUR-MER  |  1500m
 	 5	 UNCLE BO (FR) Has been out of the money in recent runs. Great chance to atone.

 	 2	 TUT TUT (IRE) Last appeared when she scored over 1600m at Chantilly All Weather on December 
17. Great chance to win again. Take seriously.

 	 3	 JOHEN (FR) Broke a long drought last time when he scored by a head at Marseille Vivaux over 
2000m. Impressed last start and can go on with it.

 	 6	 MONTMIRAIL (FR) Did finish in the money first-up last prep at Vichy over 1600m. Expected to play a 
major role.

 	 4	 MAMMALINA (FR) Expected to finish much closer.

RACE 3 9:25 PM  |  $23,000  |  CAGNES-SUR-MER  |  1600m
 	 1	 EDALA (FR) Progressive filly resuming today after two runs in her maiden campaign, the latest 

effort a fifth over 1400m at La Teste De Buch on June 17. Progressive and expected 
to measure up.

 	 7	 PIENSA EN MI (FR) Intello filly out of Queen Bubble.

 	 2	 DAILYMOTION (USA) Progressive filly resuming today after two runs in her maiden campaign, the latest 
effort a third over 1700m at Marseille-Borely on October 3. Progressive and ex-
pected to measure up.

 	 5	 MAMAMOUCHI (FR) Steps out over an extra 100m and must be considered.

 	 4	 GIRAFFE (FR) Started this campaign in poor form, last start finishing fifth and beaten 6 lengths over 
1500m at Cagnes-sur-Mer. Needs to do more.

RACE 4 10:00 PM  |  $15,000  |  CAGNES-SUR-MER  |  2000m
 	 4	 MANNE (FR) Has been out of the money recently including last time out when fourth over 1900m 

at Deauville All Weather a week-and-a-half ago, beaten 1.3 lengths. Certainly worth 
another chance.

 	 6	 WOW Has not been far away in recent runs. Freshened up since finishing third at Deauville 
All Weather over 1900m five-and-a-half weeks ago. Sure to prove tough to beat.

 	 1	 TALAP Has three wins and 13 places from 36 career starts. Last start finished fifth at Mar-
seille Vivaux beaten 3.5 lengths. Can hit the frame with the right run.

 	 5	 AZACHOP (FR) Has ability and can bounce back.

 	 3	 HUNTBA (FR) Likely to find this out of reach.
