BONIKA arrives in good form and on pedigree should relish the
step-up in distance. CALL ME THE BREEZE won an Eastern Cape maiden and will find this a lot tougher
but is improving and could get into the picture. CAMILLE CLAUDEL wasn't winning out of turn after
consecutive seconds and will have more to offer stepped up in trip, which can also be said of CIAO
BELLA and MISS MARGUERITE. Both PUCALLPA and SPYWING improved going 1400m for the first
time and should do so again over the extra. They're closely matched on form and could make their
presence felt too. Tricky!
