Finished a close second at Ballarat Synthetic over 1000m in latest outing. Will take catching.

Real Impact colt who was a $54000 yearling. Not seen at the trials. Nice profile and market
watch advised.

Last start was back in February when win at Awapuni. Has since switched stables and resumes
today. Winning hopes despite being drawn poorly.

Finished off last campaign with 4.5 lengths seventh over 1600m at Caulfield. Rates strongly and
should run well.

Has been over a year since a win but overdue, last time finishing a 3 length fifth at Bendigo.
Thereabouts last time and is worth thought for the multiples.

Returned to the winners circle after a long while last time out at Oakbank scoring by 2 lengths.
Should beright in the finish.

Won narrowly by a head last time out at this track but will have to carry more weight. The one to
beat.

Settled back but made a sustained run to find the frame over 1200m at this track and will
appreciate the extra ground here. Latest run puts her right in this.

Racing well including a last start fourth over 1200m at Morphettville and has a solid record at the
journey. Looks a major player here on recent form.

Five-year-old mare who drops in trip since latest effort at this track when second, finishing 2.75
lengths off the winner. Leading contender.
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
