Surely not far from a first win. Narrow miss in the Mdn Plate in sloppy conditions at Nowra 24
May. Has a big say here.
NZer who has acquitted self well in two Australian runs. Close up in sound performance 3yo
(Bm72) at Randwick last start this journey when fav. Sticking to this trip a positive. Top pick.
Got back, cut loose late to fill the minors this venue. First try at 1800m but fit from racing and
worth a look.
Off pace, left in tearaway winner's wake but ran on doggedly for the runner up cheque at
Newcastle. Can play a role.

First-up (19-weeks). Placed at Hawkesbury first-up last campaign while readied with 2 trial hit-
outs. Forward showing anticipated.
Rarely far away. Let down fiercely from midfield to grab second at Nowra at this trip. Placed only
other time here and right in the mix again.
Placed Super Mdn Plate at Gosford 25 Apr. Never sighted second-up this track. Fitter now and
should improve here.
Back for second campaign (38-weeks). Will have furnished. No match but ran on for the minors
this track on debut 11 Sep. Will come on from that. Include.

Supported in early runs. Set tempo and surrendered late at Corowa at his second race start.
Switching to 1000m. Among the dangers with even breaks.
Shown promise in two spaced runs. Ears scrubbed off early to cross and lead but kept on
bravely for the minors in only his second race appearance.

Let-up (42-days). Just missed at Gosford 2 Apr. On speed, outgunned late but had enough in the
tank to place at second run back. All the better and right in this.
Kembla Grange 3yo+ Mdn placegetter 29 Apr. Made the pace but got a stitch late Super Mdn
Plate at Parkes at last start this journey. Trained here and this looks a nice race for the filly.
Wasn't all that far from the action on debut at Bathurst when in the market 12 May. Wiser for it.
A bit raw on debut but better for the grounding. Worth thought.

Fresh. In the market all runs. Handily placed and gave her all this track in only her second race
appearance when in the market. Heading the right way and competitive here.
Trailed pace and ran on gamely at Albury at first run back. Fitter second-up. Can make his
presence felt.
Third run now in new stable/region. Placed last two. Came home with a wet sail to grab third
Mdn Plate at Albury at odds of $4.80. Has some claims.

Cleared maiden ranks this trip at Kembla Grange 18 Apr. On pace but conceded late at Canberra
in second run from spell under heavy support. Has early speed. Has claims.

Back to the track for second campaign (22-weeks). Couldnt lift when the pressure went on at
Canberra at his second race start. One for multiples fresh in this company.
Far from disgraced in soft going at Albury on debut. Wiser for it. Extra trip may assist. Worth a
look.
Bold debut effort when just shaded by winner at Albury 26 May at $3.80. Better for experience.
Fancy the extra trip will suit. Highly rated in this line-up.
Broke maiden at Moruya 10 May. Went home tamely on a soft deck at Sandown-Hillside at $16.
Should relish the rise in distance. Can find a few lengths in this company third-up.

Reign 'Em In Fresh. Been supported at each run. Run down in the shadows after giving a good
kick at Muswellbrook this distance. Good gate speed, soft draw. Test these.
Trials (3:0-0-0). Trials only modest but gets a soft draw for first assignment and Rachel King
sticks for debut. Watch betting.
Put up a sound performance in the slosh at Newcastle on debut. Should come on. Right in the
mix.
Trials (4:0-0-1). Godolphin filly. Aided by latest trial placing on a H9. Has the Pride polish and
betting may provide a clearer picture.

Showed plenty when coming from midfield in soft going (Bm58) at Albury over this trip. Key
player.

Rounded them up smartly in the small field at Canberra Acton. Right in this.
Steps out for third run new stable/region. Early form good. Broke maiden at Albury 23 Apr. Super
run coming from back half in Benchmark 58 company at Albury at $6.
Put in some good work late at Moruya. Stamina on trial here. Can make her presence felt if
things pan out.

Stuck tough to win Super Mdn at Scone first up at $3.50. Breaks from a low barrier. J R Collett
retains the ride. Among the dangers again.
Ran on soundly from midfield at Gosford second-up. Ready to peak and highly rated in this line-
up.

Made all and just picked off late at Kembla Grange. Can't knock this filly. Worth a look.
There to threaten just couldn't quite finish it off in choppy conditions at Newcastle. Back slightly
in trip and should make her presence felt if not too wet.

Each way.
First-up (21-weeks). Winner fresh and 2 trials will have her ready for this. Can lead or take a sit.
Big show fresh in this line-up.

Trimmed margin late this venue when off an extended spell. Fitter second-up. Rates highly.
Posted a determined win at Port Macquarie on a H10. Drawn out but has good gate speed and
effective wet. Can challenge again if things pan out.

On pace and toughed it out well at Corowa at this trip. Good gate speed, soft draw. Proven in
wet. Right in this.
Genuine campaigner. Settled midfield, let down really well at Moruya. Decent alley and under less
weight. Profiles well.
Settled close and responded strongly at Parkes at first run off a long break. Wet form - soft (8:2-
1-0); untested heavy. Among the dangers again.
Resuming (37-weeks). Just missed in Class 2 company at Albury first-up last campaign while
indicating was forward winning a Albury trial. Failed to run on in the small field at Corowa at this
trip. Can challenge.

Void of early speed but he let down strongly Class 3 company at Queanbeyan. Distance increase
suits and looks close to another win. Include.
Won (Bm58) Bathurst 25 Apr. Fair effort without threatening at Mudgee. Reverting to shorter trip
should help. Right in this.
Won a 1700m Benchmark 58 at Wellington two back. Punctured badly after leading in the 2000m
3yo+ (Bm66) at Mudgee. Switching to 1800m. Can challenge with even breaks.
Unable to make an impression in a Midway here last month. Fitter second-up and back to more
suitable distance range. Could spring a surprise.

Produced a resolute finish to cut down leaders at Moruya. Winner at track and distance. Can
again play a role if things pan out.
Seasoned performer. Led and fought on bravely for second at Queanbeyan second-up. Fitter for
those two runs and ready to show best. Can control the race and proven at this level.
Fresh. Went close at Morphettville 11 Apr. Very tame performance at Seymour when in the
market. Ticks the track and distance win box.
Went back, closed intently at Queanbeyan. Handles the wet. Placed only other run at Wagga.
Worth a look.
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
