Encouraging debut performance at Tamworth 24 Apr. Benefits from the experience. More
suitable draw. Rates highly.

Ready to win. Chased in a good effort at Tuncurry. Drawn favourably. This looks within her reach.
In touch, no match but did enough for a minor prize at Port Macquarie in Maiden company. Right
in the mix.
Brave effort in busy finish in choppy conditions at Port Macquarie. Nice gate. Encouraging signs
latest.
Brave effort in busy finish at Tamworth. Shown glimpses of ability and Bullock rides. Among the
dangers if things pan out.

Ex Glen Milligan. Trained here. Career best last outing. Settled close, couldn't match winner but
ran on for third at Coffs Harbour at second run back. Looking for this trip now.
Honest performer. Made minor headway from back half at Coffs Harbour. Drawn to get a
conservative run. Has some claims.
Highly encouraging debut performance at Muswellbrook 20 Apr as an odds drifter. Drawn to
receive every chance. Makes a strong case in this company.
Placed last two. Just edged out after showing pace at Sapphire Coast. Deep into his campaign
and warrants attention.

Failed to threaten at Newcastle under betting interest. Has wet form. Key contender.
Gosford winner two back. Well back and never a factor in choppy conditions at Port Macquarie.
Should find this a bit easier and 2kg claim helps. Highly rated.
Ran on late from the back at Tuncurry. Has wet form. Placed only other visit to Taree. Blinkers
on. Top pick.
On a quick back-up. Just wacked away without threatening over 2100m (Bm64) at Wyong. Adept
heavy/proven track. Hard fit and not out of this.

Last win was 17 Jan 2025. Sent out $26 when never got into the race at Grafton. New to Taree.
Can put last run behind her. Best over this trip.
Started $18 when safely held in Benchmark 66 company in soft going here over this distance.
Drawn to get a conservative run and under less weight. Previous winner in wet here. Can play a
role.
Let-up (46-days). Went back, closed intently at Muswellbrook. Gets through rain affected ground
and won only other time at Taree. Bullock rides. Key player.
Seasoned performer. Reserved at back and gave late chase into third at Coffs Harbour. Good
gate and suited coming back in distance. Each way this level.

Just missed as fav at Wyong 28 Mar. Led, gave away final stages at Newcastle when
again well supported. Morgan rides and well placed back at country level.

Not disgraced at Canterbury and form prior sound incl a narrow miss at Newcastle. Rates highly.

Fresh. Gave them a spanking at Grafton. Drawn well and should relish the rise in distance now.
First-up (21-weeks). Lone career win was over 2100m at Beaumont at end of last campaign. Not
pushed out Port Macquarie trial 26 Apr. Wet form - soft (2:1-1-0); untested heavy. Could give
some cheek fresh at this level.

Launched her career in superb fashion at Grafton. Looks capable of taking the next step.
On pace but soon under pressure and she knocked up badly at Port Macquarie second-up.
Leader. Worth a look.
Delivered in dominant style this track in only her second race appearance. Teighan Worsnop
retains the ride. Stripping fitter and can go on with it.
Sets out for second campaign (22-weeks). Maturity upside. Broke maiden at Ballina in his first
preparation. Fitted with 2 trials. Go well.
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
