Ticks the track and distance win box. Good gate helps. Form good enough for this.

	 	 6	 CAN’T GETWHATIWANT Got back, ran on late with purpose to claim second here when off an extended spell. 
A distance specialist. Strips fitter second run back. Makes strong appeal.

	 	 1	 INVAHIR On a quick back-up. Shouldered 60.5kg to victory at Roma. On speed, outgunned late 
but had enough in the tank for third (Rs0mwl2y) at Doomben. On pacer.

	 	 2	 BEAU WITNESS Gave good sight filling the minors this track. Rough place prospect.
