RACE 1 10:35 AM  |  $27,000  |  DUBBO  |  1000m
	 	 5	 BUSTED BUTTONS Promising debut 0.6 lengths 4th here 2 Feb when in the market. Subject to improvement. 

Worth a look.

	 	 2	 NIGHTWALKER Hasn’t been all that far away. Winner too strong but ran on for the minors this track. 
Coming back in distance. Rates highly.

	 	 6	 JUSTO’S ROCKET Off the speed, picked up soundly and wasn’t beaten far here in second run from spell. 
Unknown in wet. Can surprise.

	 	 3	 ALLUSIVE INTENT Trailed speed, kept coming but winner too strong here at his second race start. Looks 
progressive. Maps to get a sweet run. Can challenge.

	 	 8	 CHASING QUIVERS Outgunned but did enough for third at $17 at Tamworth. Switching to 1000m. This looks 
very winnable.

RACE 2 11:10 AM  |  $30,000  |  DUBBO  |  1300m
	 	 1	 LA POTENZA Freshened after resuming from a break. In the market all runs. Narrow miss in the Mdn 

on a soft deck at Muswellbrook 13 Jan. The top rater.

	 	 8	 NIGHTWALKER Reasonably consistent. Winner too strong but ran on for the minors this venue. Can 
make his presence felt.

	 	 6	 IMOTOSAN Freshened. Ridden back and never a factor at Armidale in only her second race appearance. 
One for exotics.

	 	 4	 BOLD BENDER On a quick back-up. Not disgraced in quagmire conditions at Orange. Fit from racing and 
could give some cheek at odds.

	 	 3	 RECOGNITION Not disgraced here in only his second race appearance. Drawn to get a conservative run. 
Can play a role.

RACE 3 11:30 AM  |  $22,000  |  KILCOY  |  800m
	 	 1	 BETTERINDANUDE Led, gave up the ghost quickly in 3yo Mdn at Eagle Farm. Coming back in distance. 

Each-way.

	 	 4	 ZOU ZOU SHARGUSA Well back and never sighted at Doomben at his second race start when blew in the market. 
Coming back in distance. Jumps from better barrier. This looks very winnable.

	 	11	 KING OF VALHALLA Returns for second campaign (47-weeks). Will have matured over the break. Given two trials. 
Moderate debut performance at Gold Coast when blew like a gale in the betting 22 Mar. 
Among the dangers fresh in this line-up.

	 	 2	 JEANS Set for second campaign (22-weeks). Likely to have benefitted from the spell. Signalled 
potential in his in first campaign. Trialled well for return. Can challenge fresh in this line-up.

	 	 3	 JOYFUL CONQUEST Prominent and went down fighting 2yo+ Mdn Plate at Bundaberg at first run for new 
trainer. One for exotics.

	 	 9	 REAL HOUSEWIVES Showed a fine turn of foot from the back to snare third place at Tamworth. Should  

appreciate stepping up in distance. Good gate. Win shy but rates highly in this affair.

	 	 3	 DUNSTALL THE GUN Still a maiden but surely close to putting that right. No match but kept on for a distant third 
in the Showcase Mdn Plate at Tamworth second-up. Looks progressive. Good draw.

	 	 2	 CASTRO Form reasonable. Had the last crack at them and just missed Mdn Plate this track. 
Should appreciate stepping up in distance. Fitter, has scope to progress.

	 	 7	 LAGOON Reasonably consistent. Snagged back to the tail, gave late chase into second at Parkes. 
Right in the mix.

	 	 5	 COBOCCO No threat to winner but ran on for the minors at Parkes at this distance. Can be thereabouts.

	 	10	 WIMOWEH Solid rally into the placings at Beaudesert when off an extended spell when in the market. 

Will be fitter second-up. This looks a nice race for the mare.

	 	 7	 GRIGIA Made the pace but got a stitch late Mdn Plate at Ipswich. Good draw. One for multiples.

	 	 1	 BLOOD RED First-up (22-weeks). Drawn favourably. Minor money hope at best fresh in this affair.

	 	 9	 SHOOTING FIRM Ridden cold and never in the picture at Gold Coast Poly at first run for new trainer. First 
time around Kilcoy. Only for wider exotics.

	 	11	 CROSS OF SCARLET Finished out the back at Beaudesert second-up at blow-out odds. Can improve to feature.

RACE 6 12:20 PM  |  $27,000  |  DUBBO  |  1000m
	 	 1	 BLUE DE BEERS Led, gave away late finishing 1.8 lengths astern of winner at Tamworth. Switching to 

1000m. Leads, handy. Highly rated in this line-up.

	 	 4	 BRUMMAGEN Trailed pace and ran on gamely at Gilgandra. Effective this track and distance. Awkwardly 
drawn. Only for wider exotics.

	 	 3	 BOLO MISS Freshened after resuming from a break. Gallant display running on for second at Cowra 
at first run off a long break. Will be fitter second-up. Warrants attention.

	 	 6	 NEVERMISTA Close-up of late. Looked likely but had a real fight on his hands and just missed at 
Gunnedah. Has form this track and distance. Key player.

	 	 5	 DENMAN BANDIT Set for second campaign. Will have furnished and strengthened over the spell 
(23-weeks). Kicked off career with a narrow victory in soft going at Wellington. Hard to 
knock winning form.

	 	 7	 HAPPY WINS Led and cruised to an effortless victory this venue when in the market when off an  

extended spell. M Hellyer retains the ride. Good draw. Should have more to come so 
she’s shortlisted.

	 	 8	 BRAIDWOOD QUEEN Imperious show of front-running at Bundaberg when in the market. Claiming apprentice 
engaged again. Drawn to get a conservative run. Super fit from racing and could get into 
the placings.

	 	 1	 PEE BEE NOIR Stationed handy, tried hard but winner was simply too good at Beaudesert at last start 
this journey. A serious challenger.

	 	 9	 SONIC ARROW On a quick back-up. Went home tamely at Gatton at $10. Stats are good this course. 
Can be thereabouts.

	 	 3	 OYSTERCATCHER Set tempo and surrendered late but had enough in the tank for third in the (Bm50) at 
Murwillumbah. Looks a first four candidate.

	 	 4	 BRUTAL LOVE Solid performer. Terrific effort when just shaded this venue 2 Feb. This looks very winnable.

	 	 1	 OAKFIELD BADGER Last start this trip Settled handy and knuckled down with purpose to fill the minors at 
Tamworth. Fitter for those two runs and ready to show best. Has form in wet. Makes 
strong appeal.

	 	 8	 MIRACLE DAY Honest battler. Void of early speed but he let down strongly into the placings in Benchmark 74 
company this venue. Each-way.

	 	 9	 STAR INTRIGUE Resuming (15-weeks). Smart sprinter with a high cruising speed. Has a good first up 
record and proven here. Leader.

	 	11	 WESTERN WARRIOR Wore them down late this venue at first run back. Placed in Maiden company at Mudgee 
second-up last campaign. Each-way.
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RACE 9 1:25 PM  |  $22,000  |  KILCOY  |  1200m
	 	 1	 CHIDGEY In touch, no answer when winner cleared out but he kept on bravely for second at  

Toowoomba at first run for new trainer. Rates highly.

	 	 3	 GALATH Shown patches of ability. On pace but gave away tamely to finish well beaten 6.8 lengths 
at Dalby. Fitter second-up. Can lead or take a sit.

	 	 4	 SCION First run for new trainer handily placed and gave his all running on for second at Dalby 
when in the market. Has found a very winnable race.

	 	 5	 ZOODOO First-up (23-weeks). First run new state/stable. Nice gate. Right in the mix fresh in this affair.

	 	 2	 ERAJA Back to the track for second campaign (26-weeks). Around mid-field and was safely held 
at bay on debut at Sunshine Coast when in the market 17 Aug. Room to progress. Look 
to markets.

	 	 3	 ZELESTIAL Real tradesman. Couldn’t match winner but held on for third this venue at this trip.  

Relishes the sting out of the ground. Drawn to effect.

	 	 2	 SHUTTER Convincing winner (Bm58) at Scone last outing. Claiming apprentice engaged again. Has 
form in wet. Cops more weight for last win this grade but can do it again.

	 	 6	 ALPINE ROSE Solid performer. Comes here after a determined 0.3 lengths Hcp (C2) win at Parkes. Can 
challenge.

	 	 5	 GHAZNAVI Got back, cut loose late to fill the minors at Scone at last start this journey. Among the 
dangers.

	 	 1	 FERRARI MAN On pace but unable to sustain bid at Canberra over this distance. Has wet form. Has a 
tricky draw to contend with this time. Hard fit and could get into the placings.

RACE 11 2:00 PM  |  $25,000  |  ASCOT  |  1200m
	 	 4	 CALL ME FROSTY City class-placed gelding. Gave good account when 1.4 lengths 5th at Bunbury as the 

punters pick. Claiming apprentice engaged again. Has found a very winnable race.

	 	12	 SHOOTERS Back to rear and was safely held at bay on debut this track when blew in the market  
24 Jan. Minor money hope at best.

	 	 5	 BASSETT HOUND Been supported at each run. Really good run coming from the back in 3yo Plate this 
track. Improver, fitter third-up. Key player.

	 	11	 GYPSY RHYME Safely contained here on debut when drifted in betting 31 Jan. Could get into the placings.

	 	 8	 XELCIMUS Just missed at Pinjarra 11 Dec. Off the speed, picked up soundly and wasn’t beaten far 
at Bunbury. Drops to shorter trip. Minor money hope at best.

RACE 12 2:20 PM  |  $30,000  |  DUBBO  |  1300m
	 	 2	 GLOWING RAPIDS Solid performer. Forwardly placed, continued to stick on for third (Bm58) this venue at 

this trip. Has form in wet. Deep into his campaign and can challenge.

	 	14	 CHESTIME Honest competitor. Courageous when defeated 1 length second (Bm58) at Beaumont at 
this trip. Won only other time at Dubbo. Handles wet ground.

	 	 1	 HALO PHENOMENA Freshened. Shouldered 60.5kg to victory at Bathurst. Got the wobbles late after leading 
at Muswellbrook. Can lead or take a sit.

	 	 5	 WING NUT Real tradesman. Steely performance brought home a 1 length win 1300m (Bm58) here 
at this distance. Claiming apprentice engaged again. Locally trained but not as well 
drawn this time.

	 	 8	 BLACK NATURE Aiming for hat-trick. Got up in final strides this venue over this trip. Untested in wet. Good 
draw and performs well at home.
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RACE 13 2:40 PM  |  $30,000  |  ASCOT  |  1000m
	 	 4	 MR KISSINGER Broke maiden at Belmont Park 24 Sep. Started $16, fighting out the finish this track at 

resumption. Strips fitter second run back. Makes strong appeal.

	 	 2	 RIPPER FAROOQ Due for a win. Went close at Ascot two back. Led, clearly outgunned late but stuck on for 
third in the 2yo+ (Rs1mw) here. On pacer.

	 	 7	 SETAGAYA Latest attempt this journey when knuckled down with purpose to finish at winner’s  
quarters this track. Right in the mix.

	 	 1	 WHO’S BENT Trailed speed, kept coming but winner too strong here second-up. Fitter for those two 
runs and ready to show best. Claiming apprentice engaged again. Warrants attention.

	 	 5	 DEMETRIOUS Midfield and worked home solidly at Albany. Coming back in distance. Can play a role.

RACE 14 3:15 PM  |  $30,000  |  ASCOT  |  1500m
	 	 7	 MOONWALK Got back and wasn’t totally disgraced this track at first run for new trainer. More suitable 

draw. Drops in grade. Key player.

	 	 1	 THE CRIMSON PIRATE Let-up (78-days). Still a maiden but surely close to putting that right. Settled handy and 
responded well to fill the minors this track over a longer test. Good draw.

	 	10	 BANKROLL Fresh. Largely struggled in his post maiden runs. Never a threat after showing no early 
speed from the barriers at Bunbury. Has an adverse draw.

	 	 2	 SPACE ACE Went home tamely at Bunbury at $11. Has an adverse draw. Rough place prospect.

	 	 6	 AITCH MONTANA Broke maiden at Pinjarra 11 Dec. Punctured badly after leading in the 1400m 2yo+ Hcp 
(C1) this track. Drawn to effect. Could give some cheek at odds.

RACE 15 3:50 PM  |  $30,000  |  ASCOT  |  1200m
	 	10	 WRITTEN WORDS Broke maiden at Ascot 14 Jan. Mid-division, well held by winner but ran on for third here 

at $3.70. This looks very winnable.

	 	 3	 MAGICAL SEQUENCE Won a 1300m Class 3 at Pinjarra Scarpside two back. Ran on late from the back at 
Pinjarra Scarpside. A distance specialist. Drawn well.

	 	 1	 MAIN ACT Midfield, lacked needed kick when 4 lengths 5th here. Will be fitter second-up and takes 
a 3kg claim. Drawn to get a conservative run and 3kg helps the cause. Sound claims.

	 	 5	 RUN PATTIE RUN Raced in back half and was never in a position to mount a serious challenge at Bunbury. 
Backmarker who doesn’t win out of turn. Take beating.

	 	 4	 MAI ALOHA Given time to freshen up after 1st-up run. Ex G & A Williams in WA. Got back and hit line 
with a full head of steam at Bunbury. Betting watch advised at first run for new trainer.

RACE 16 4:25 PM  |  $80,000  |  ASCOT  |  1000m
	 	 1	 KEEP ITA MYSTERY Went down narrowly in the small field here at this trip. Makes strong appeal.

	 	 2	 HAIDA GWAII Going well lately. Showed plenty of fight on the pace this venue over this trip. Decent 
alley and a multiple winner this track under Chris Parnham. Highly rated in this line-up.

	 	 6	 EARTH GOD Put in some big strides late to place this track in second run from spell when in the  
market. Fitter for those two runs and ready to show best. Right in the mix.

	 	 8	 TROPICCONI First-up (20-weeks). Among the dangers fresh in this affair.

	 	 9	 CANNYKEV Knuckled down well from midfield to salute this venue at this distance. Minor money 
hope at best.
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RACE 18 5:35 PM  |  $30,000  |  ASCOT  |  1800m
	 	 3	 MISTRESS OF WAR Chasing hat-trick. Forwardly placed and responded strongly to secure victory in Class 3 

company this venue over this distance. Maps wells. Well placed for a repeat.

	 	 9	 ROSIE CAN RUN Settled handy and knuckled down with purpose to fill the minors this venue when in the 
market. Each-way.

	 	 5	 BACK TO BONDI Game win from just off the pace here in only his second race appearance. Should  
appreciate stepping up in distance. S O’Donnell retains the ride. Can challenge.

	 	 1	 CHEYNE BAY Made limited headway for 6th here when in the market. Looks a first four candidate.

	 	 6	 VENUS KING Sent out $3.90 when never got into the race at Bunbury in second run from spell. Can 
play a role.

RACE 17 5:00 PM  |  $125,000  |  ASCOT  |  1500m
	 	13	 NATURE’S RECKONING Gave good account when 1.2 lengths 4th at Bunbury. Fancy the extra trip will suit. 

Placed to much greater effect here.

	 	10	 ADMIRE ASTRA Prominent and showed plenty of ticker to just go under in thrilling finish in the 2yo+ Hcp 
(C1) this track. Good draw and under less weight. Looks a first four candidate.

	 	 1	 PLAYIN’IT SWEET Super consistent galloper. Went close at Ascot two back. On pace and stuck on grittily 
for narrow Western Australian Breeders’ Classic win at Bunbury. Makes a strong case in 
this company.

	 	 5	 LINCHPIN Ran on late from the back at Bunbury first up. Placed in Maiden company at Belmont 
Park second-up last campaign. Expect a much stronger performance here.

	 	 4	 YAPPER Terrific winning the 2yo+ Hcp (C2) over 1100m at Geraldton at $3.10. Can have a say.
