	 	13	 INSPIRED LEGEND On a tight rein and mowed them down late in 3yo+ Midway Mdn at Kembla Grange in 
second run from spell. Since trialled at Randwick 7 Nov. Sterner task awaits.

	 	 6	 PLACID PEARL Out of the money in rain affected going at Randwick second-up as an odds drifter. Fitter 
for those two runs and ready to show best. Drops in grade. Right in the mix.
