Four-year-old gelding who has ability but hasn't managed a win yet in metropolitan grade. Place
looks best chance in this.

Fitter for two runs from a spell and wasn't far away when fourth over 1600m at Warwick Farm.
Further improved and don't discount altogether.

Won barrier trial on July 6 and resumes here after 136 day break. Should be fitter for the trial and
has won first up before. Can be thereabouts at the finish if forward enough.

Finished second two back then could only manage sixth last time over 1550m at Canterbury,
beaten 5.5 lengths. Worth another chance.

Yet to break through this campaign but hasn't been far away including a last start second over

1400m at Gold Coast. Form sound and looks an each way hope.

Drawn a good barrier here and will be
competitive again. Expect bold showing.

Worked home well to finish sixth over 1200m at this track last time out. She should relish the
extra ground this time. Well placed and cannot be underestimated.
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
