winnable race.

Boosted Mdn Plate at Quirindi. Looks well placed in this line-up.

	 	 7	 TEMPLE BELLS Went close at Coffs Harbour two back. Sent out $9.50 when unable to threaten at Port 
Macquarie in second run from spell. Claiming apprentice engaged again. Worth a look.

Had all before him at turn and went home 
tamely at Port Macquarie. Handles all conditions. Deep into his campaign and worth a 
look.

	 	 3	 SECRET KEEPER Failed to make an impression in the 3yo+ Highway Hcp (C3) at Newcastle. Should relish 
the rise in distance. Down in class. Capable of better.

	 	 9	 KHANT FAIL Real tradesman. Led and fought on bravely for second at Port Macquarie. Claiming 
apprentice engaged again. Has early speed.

	 	 3	 LUNE D’EXCELLENCE Still a maiden but surely close to putting that right.   Ran on soundly into second in the 
small field at Kempsey first up. Strips fitter second run back. This looks within her reach.

	 	 4	 TROUNCE Merit in what she has done to date. Just missed at Gunnedah 25 May. Went back, 
closed intently for 1.3 lengths 4th at Hawkesbury when off an extended spell. Placed in 
Maiden company at Newcastle second-up last campaign.

	 	13	 EVIL LOVER Ridden in back half, strong late to fill the minors Super Mdn Plate at Grafton. Warrants 
attention.

	 	 9	 NEESON Dominated the race at Corowa second-up. S Guymer retains the ride. Good gate. Each-

way.

	 	10	 BREAKAWAY WEEK Puts in every start. Bided time at back and closed with raking strides to score at 
Goulburn when off an extended spell. Claiming apprentice engaged again. Fitter 
second-up and takes a 2kg claim.

	 	 7	 STORMBRINGER Steps out for third run new stable/region.  Cleared maiden ranks at Goulburn 16 Oct. 
Fought on like a lion only to succumb by a 0.1 length Country Boosted (Bm58) at Nowra 
at second run back. Draws to do no work.

	 	 4	 XCEPTIONAL FELLA Real tradesman. On a tight rein and mowed them down late in Hcp (C2) here at first run 
back. Fitter second-up. Can challenge.

heavy/proven track and a multiple winner this track under Mollie Fitzgerald. Highly rated 
in this line-up.

	 	 7	 CRIMINAL ART Has a picket fence form line. Finished too well winning (Bm50) at Tamworth. Worth a 
look.

	 	 1	 GOLDEN HONOUR Not disgraced in (Bm66) at Port Macquarie at second run back at $6. Ready to peak 
third-up. Previous winner in wet here and proven at this level. Can challenge.

	 	 6	 RUSSIAN ESCAPE Third outing for new trainer/ this region. Honest battler. Let down with a fine turn of speed 
from the back half to win second-up. Warrants attention.

	 	 3	 WARRANT Very tame performance at Port Macquarie as an odds drifter. Experienced rider replaces 
apprentice. Has claims.

	 	 6	 URAFIKI Settled back and always among the cab-catchers at Randwick. Home track advantage 

but has a tricky draw. Only for wider exotics.

	 	 9	 MY LAST HOORAY Just wacked away without threatening over 1200m 3yo+ Highway (C3) at Rosehill over 
this trip. Drawn favourably and under less weight. Minor money hope at best.

	 	 2	 KIMBERLEY SECRETS Against own gender when made limited headway for 4th at Rosehill. This looks very 
winnable.

	 	 5	 VELLA FOX Got back and hit line with a full head of steam at Albury. Won only other time at 
Canberra. Among the dangers.

	 	 8	 MIGHTY MYRTLE Battled home in soft going here in second run from spell. Has plenty to find on current 
form.

Won only other time at 
Taree. Drawn to effect and takes a large claim.

	 	 3	 FOUR DEGREES Latest form hard to fault. Ran a cracking race when just edged out at Armidale 9 Nov. 
Strips fitter second run back. Can challenge.

	 	 6	 GET SOME FUN Long time since last saluted. Handily placed and worked home soundly at Rosehill at 
second run back. Looks a first four candidate.

	 	10	 TOY STORY Long time since last saluted. Terrific effort when just shaded in soft going here 4 Nov. 
Trained on track but not as well drawn this time. One for exotics.

gate. Very fit and warrants attention.

Gully Cup at last start this journey. Leads, handy. Highly rated in this line-up.

	 	 3	 MAYFAIR There to threaten just couldn’t quite finish it off at Newcastle. Makes strong appeal.

	 	 5	 KINTYRE Ran home into the minors in soft going 5yo+ (Bm88) at Randwick. Right in the mix.

	 	13	 GOOD PRIZE Got back, closed the race off solidly into third here. Fitter second-up. Locally trained but 
has an adverse draw. Rough place prospect.

Gets all the 
favours from ace draw. Can challenge.

	 	 4	 PURE SILVER Broke maiden at Bunbury 4 Nov. Sent to lead, made a rapid retreat back through the 
field at Ascot over a longer test. Switching to 1100m. Draws to do no work.

Wasn’t up to it in first two campaigns but benefitted by a good 
break. Looks a first four candidate.

	 	 6	 FROSTLAND Trials (3:0-1-1). Heads to the races for the first time after improving at her last couple 
of trial attempts. Luke Campbell on from trials. Market may prove a further guide to her 
early prospects.

Fantastic effort when picked up smartly 
and only beaten a whisker at her second race start. Looks progressive

	 	 2	 PEANUT BUTTER Lightly raced 4yo. Raced in back half and was never in a position to mount a serious 
challenge here. Will be fitter second-up. Right in the mix.

	 	 1	 FOXY RASCAL First-up (33-weeks). Form reasonable. Gave good sight at Ascot 19 Mar. Among the 
dangers fresh in this company.

	 	 8	 WHY SHE STAYED Put in some big strides late to place this track second-up when drifted in betting. Better 
draw here. Warrants attention.

	 	 6	 O’SO DEMANDING Resuming (28-weeks). First run new state/stable. Just missed at Mudgee 20 Apr. Below 
expectations last start but win two back keeps her well and truly in the hunt.

	 	 4	 RETURN OF THE MACH First-up (20-weeks). Lone career win was at Northam in last campaign. Lucy Fiore 
retains the ride. Makes strong appeal fresh in this line-up.

	 	 1	 BOSISTO Edged out late after making the pace this track at this trip. On pacer. Makes strong 
appeal.

	 	 2	 JAZALOT Back to the track for second campaign (26-weeks). Broke maiden at Esperance in his 
first preparation. Can be thereabouts.

RACE 19 5:45 PM  |  $30,000  |  BUNBURY  |  1000m
	 	 9	 QUEEN OF HAWKS Resuming (29-weeks). There or thereabouts in last campaign. Has performed well 

previously first-up without winning but wasn’t pushed out in latest trial. Good draw and 
gets 3kg off for Holly Nottle.

	 	 8	 BLUE CAN TALK On speed, outgunned late but had enough in the tank for second 3yo+ Hcp (C5) here 
first up. Will be fitter second-up. Maps wells. Form good enough for this.

	 	 4	 COONDLE Battled home this track at this trip. Super fit from racing and among the dangers.

	 	 2	 MANTUA Wasn’t beaten far this track over this distance. Makes strong appeal.

	 	 5	 ACORN Led and asserted total authority winning the 3yo+ Mdn this track in only his second race 
appearance. W Pike retains the ride. Each-way.
