Let-up (45-days). Ex T Fitzsimmons. Trained here now. Two runs show promise.
Handily placed and gave her all at Yarra Glen in only her second race appearance
when in the market.
First-up (34-weeks). Ex Henry Dwyer in Victoria. Wasn't extended in latest Port
Macquarie trial 16 Mar. Has some claims fresh in this affair.

Indicated early potential. In the thick of it at Taree two back 13 Feb. Stationed
handy, tried hard but winner was simply too good at Newcastle at second run back.
Fitter, has scope to progress.
Shown early ability. Just missed at Taree 13 Feb. Sent forward, whacked away for
the minors Mdn at Coffs Harbour. Drawn favourably.
Ran on late from the back at Newcastle in only her second race appearance. Could
give some cheek at odds.
Raced in back half and never likely at Taree. Rough place prospect.

Very tame performance in soft going (wide draw) at Taree at second run back. One
for multiples.
Went home tamely in soft going at Taree at $5. Well placed to strike.
Ridden cold and never in the picture at Taree. Worth a look.
Not disgraced in Provincial (Bm64) at Newcastle at $51. Has some claims.

Ran on soundly into third in the small field at Kembla Grange. Drawn to get a
conservative run. Key player.
Fronting up for second campaign (18-weeks). Winner at Scone in her first prep. Two
quiet trials for return. Bold first-up showing anticipated.
