6. HOUBI - Benefited from a return to turf and was runner-up in a handicap at Fontainebleau over
this distance on 21 April. Can go one better

7. BELL SONG - Inconsistent and was 11th in a handicap over this track and trip on 22 April. A
minor role is the best he can hope for.

8. VIVE LA REINE - Has been kept on the PSF of late and was 7th in a handicap at Marseille-
Vivaux over 1500m on 4 April. Could surprise on return to turf

9. FOR WIN - Still a maiden and was 7th in a handicap over this course and distance on 22 April.
Capable of better and could earn minor money

10. IDAHO JAMES - In good shape and finished third in a handicap over this course and distance
on 22 April. Has place claims.

11. RUN FOR HOME - Has struggled this year and was 8th in a handicap at Marseille-Vivaux over
1500m on 4 April. Needs to improve significantly.

12. | DARE - Only modest of late and was 5th in a handicap over this course and distance on 22
April. Needs to do more to win

13. EXPLORAR - Enjoys this track and trip and was runner-up last time out on 22 April. Not always
reliable but can go one better

14. HAARICIA - Modest form of late and was 7th in a handicap over this track and trip on 22 April.
Needs improvement to feature

Summary: HOUBI (6) is very speedy and, if allowed a soft lead, could make all the running. She
looks capable of following up on her recent win at Fontainebleau over this distance. HAYEJOHN
(4) didn't get a clear run when finishing behind HY DREAM (5) last time and could well reverse that
form.
