1. ASTREA - Comes into the race fresh off a win at Marseille Borely over 1200m and can certainly 
follow up. Big danger to the top ones 

2. GOLDEN BREEZE - Will need to do way more than recent 4th at La Teste over 1200m on the 
4th of this month and others are preferred. Can easily be passed by 

3. WANA CHOPE - Won against a lot weaker last time at Dieppe over 1000m and might battle to 
beat this lot. An outsider that can be ignored 

4. CATH HOCHE - Caught the eye in Listed company last time at La Teste over 1200m finishing 
5th and should be hard to beat. Solid winning chance 

5. OSHIA - She was 5th at her last start over 1350m at Lyon Parilly and has shown ability before. 
Strong each way claims and a must for all bets 

6. PEN AND SWORD - Made an attractive debut placing 4th at Chantilly on the 1st of last month. 
Can improve to get much closer. Place chance 

7. GO KEN GO - Finished 7th at Deauville over 1000m in Listed class on the 5th of July and rates 
a huge chance. Each way player 

Summary: CATH HOCHE (4) has already a high rating, solid form and rates the one top be with 
in this Conditional event. She finished 5th over 1200m in a Listed race last time and is the warm 
order on the back of this performance. GO KEN GO (7) was far from disgraced in a Listed event 
over 1000m at Deauville last time and hugely down in grade, can go close. OSHIA (5) is already a 
two time winner and can never be ignored. Strong each way chance. ASTREA (1) has a first four 
chance.

1. REVANCHE - Was near last in a Listed race last time but was victorious before that in a 
Handicap. Others preferred and can be dismissed from the quartet 

2. HAPPY AGAIN - Current form has been on the decline and this one has become hard to predict 
and assess. Others preferred 

3. LADY NAGIN - She was a winner three starts back and lined up in a Listed race last time. Others 
preferred and would be a surprise winner 

4. EXPERTISE - Was not far off in 5th place at Aix Les Bains over 1200m on the 9th of this month 
in a Handicap and could improve to get closer. Quartet inclusion 

5. HOUBI - Was a winner three starts back but has let the team down thereafter which makes this 
one difficult to predict and assess. Can be ignored 

6. EXCALIBUR - Ignore last run, placed 4th at Dieppe over 1000mbefore that in a weak claiming 
race and can bounce right back to winning ways 

7. WASACHOP - Placed 4th at Lyon Parilly over 1350m on the 23rd of last month and has strong 
each way claims 

8. SWEETIE - Lightly raced but needs serious improvement to feature. Placed 8th at Mont-De-
Marsan over 1400m last time. Can be overlooked 

9. CRACK CITY - Finished 7th at Chantilly over 1400m in a Handicap on the 13th of March and 
will need to serve up plenty more than that to feature. Pass by 

10. GOLDEN EGGHEN - Current form has been on the decline over various tracks and trips and 
is hard to make a case for. Pass by 

11. THE DIG - Finished 5th over 1200m at Toulouse in a Handicap on the 22nd of June and must 
be included in all bets. Strong place chance 

12. KENZYDANCER - Will need to progress on last run when only 9th at Salon Provence and 
overall form to threaten here. Small, outside place chance 

13. GO JOHNNY GO GO GO - Caught the eye when running 2nd at Saint-Cloud over 1200m in a 
Handicap on the 13th of last month. Good chance 

14. EXPLORAR - Finished 4th at Salon Provence over 1100m on the 9th of June in Handicap class 
and can threaten at the finish. Strong claims 

15. HAARICIA - Moderate 4th place finish at Aix Les Bains last time out when running over 1200m 
in a Handicap and can earn again. Outside place chance 

16. EL MANSOUR - Placed 17th last time, 12th the time before that and 17th before that. 
Impossible to like and would be a shock if finishing i n the top half of the field 
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Summary: EXCALIBUR (6) is a six time winner, can be excused for the horrid last run and is best 
judged on overall form. He can be expected to go close and must be given serious consideration 
for top honors. WASA CHOP (7) is taking time for the next win but has got the job done eleven 
times before and is consistent. Bright chance. GO JOHNNY GO GO GO (13) flashed up to finish 
2nd last time when seen at Saint-Cloud and is one for the shortlist. THE DIG (11) has a huge place 
chance.

1. BULLACE - Won well last time when racing at Chantilly over 1800m in a Handicap on the 15th 
of June and can follow up. Big danger 

2. OZAT - Was in a Group 2 in his penultimate start and followed up with an attractive 5th at 
Marseille Vivaux over 2000m. Bright winning chance 

3. TOMAKAY - Won over 1350m at Cholet on the 30th of last month and might find it tough to 
follow up but should run well. Outside place chance 

4. TEN HORNS - Won penultimate and followed up with a promising 5th at Deauville over 1200m 
in a Group 3 on the 6th of this month. Serious contender for a place 

5. AGGENSTEIN - Finished 3rd in Italy over 1600m in a Listed race and is difficult to assess and 
predict for this run. Small, outside place claims but prefer others 

6. DARK TROOPER - Won the penultimate in Qatar and followed up with a solid effort finishing 
7th at Parislongchamp in a Group 3 and can go close. Good chance 

7. BABAKOOL - Placed 6th at Parislongchamp over 1600m on the 3rd of this month and was in a 
Listed race before that. Strong place chance 

8. CHIARANIYA - Placed 5th in a Listed race at Deauville on the 6th of this month over 1600m and 
must be considered for the quartet based on that despite being an outsider 

Summary: OZAT (2) boasts some useful form and has been in some strong races before. His 
penultimate 4th in a Group 2 is what will make him all the rage here. Win. DARK TROOPER (6) 
split the two Group runs with a win in Qatar over 1200m and is a serious runner. Strong each way 
chance. BABAKOOL (7) brings fair form into the race and can build on the last effort when 6th over 
1600m at Parislongchamp. Strong place chance. BULLACE (1) must be respected and included in 
betting calculations.

3. MERCI ELIE - Has some fair form of late and finished 5th in a handicap at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 
2000m on 18 January. Returns from a break but could make the frame 

4. LIBRATOI - Has only been modest so far and was 6th in a claimer at Nantes over 1600m on 3 
July. Might play a minor role 

5. LORLIWHIP - Disappointing last run and was 14th in a handicap at Lyon-La Soie over 6 
December. Returns from a break and is capable of improvement

TROPHANE (6) was only modest at Compiègne but sets the standard here if showing her best 
form. SISSINGHURST (7) has been kept to the PSF so far but has run well enough to be a threat 
on her best form. FIFTH ELEMENT (9) did not run too badly when fourth in a claimer. MERCI ELIE 
(3) returns from a break but is another to consider.

2. ALEXANDER MAXIMUS - Colt by Victor Ludorum, the dam won 2 races. Could be in need of 
this run and is best watched in the betting for any support 

3. MATINAL - Colt by Dark Angel, the dam won 2 races, including a Group 3 race. Choice pedigree 
and from a top trainer. He will be expected to make a winning debut 

4. RIPLEY - Colt by Showcasing, the dam was a winner and was placed in a Group 3 race. Stable 
runners are well-tuned and any market interest could be the best guide

2. GAST A GAST - Two unplaced runs of late, a win before that over 1300m at Deauville on 
January 10th in a maiden race. Needs to show a good deal more than her latest start to be involved 

3. MISTER MAEL - Game winner over 1300m at Vittel in a handicap last time out on June 29th. 
Could make the frame at attractive odds 

4. SHEARKAN - 5th last time in a handicap over 1100m at La Teste on June 27th and a win at 
Dax on June 9th in a maiden before that over 1200m. One to keep onside 

5. ANAMALAY - 7th last time out, 2nd previously in a claimer over 1400m at Compiegne on June 
16th. Can make the top three 

6. ANANTEAL - Got off the mark over 1350m in a handicap at Cholet on June 2nd on his last start.

He has decent track and trip form this year and warrants respect
