C3 - PRIX DE L'IMPERATRICE EUGENIE - 2100m (a1m1/4) - TURF - 

Class 3 - Flat - EUR € 14,600  

 
1. LITTORAL NORD - Unplaced last time at  Lion-d'Angers over 2000m in a Class 3 race on 
June 5, and a win before that at Tarbes in April. Warrants respect 

2. CRACKING GOOD TIME - Unplaced last time in a Listed race,  a win before that in a maiden 
race over 1900m on at Bordeaux Le Bouscat on March 10. Player 

3. LE LEGIONNAIRE - Fair 6th on the last run over 1900m at Bordeaux Le Bouscat on March 
27, and placed form in Class 2 races earlier this year.Won twice last year. Hard to leave out 

4. INFINITY CHOP - Three unplaced runs of late, the latter over 1850m at Agen on November 
29th. Hard to be enthusiastic about 

5. YAGGERA - Finished 7th last time in a  over 1900m in a Listed race, a 2nd before that at 
Angers in a Class 3 race over 1600m on May 2. Key chance 

6. IVAWAI - Finished 7th on the sole run over 1600m at La Teste on June 11. Needs to make 
vast progress to be involved 

Summary: CRACKING GOOD TIME (2) looks the one to side with now dropping back into 
calmer waters after finding Listed company beyond her. Prior to that, she impressed when 
winning a maiden at Bordeaux Le Bouscat in early March. YAGGERA (5) rates the main 
danger. She can be forgiven her latest effort and is better judged on her runner-up finish in a 
Class 3 contest at Angers in early May, which gives her solid claims. LE LEGIONNAIRE (3) 
looks best of the rest and can be involved.

C4 - PRIX ALBERT LABORDE - 2100m (a1m1/4) - TURF - Class 4 

Claiming Handicap - Flat - EUR € 11,500  

 
1. PEYRASSOL - Finished 6th on the last start over 2400m in a handicap at Bordeaux Le 
Bouscat on June 15. Others rate higher 

2. HURLEVENT - Finished 5th last time over 1800m in a claiming race on May 5. Needs to 
produce more to make the frame 

3. SEDITION - Unplaced last time a win before that over 2100m on May 11 at Tarbes in a 
handicap. Among the leading contenders 

4. YES BOY - Won on May 1 at this track three runs back over 2300m and has not been 
disgraced in two runs since that performance. Live contender 

5. VARENNE - Fair 2nd last time over 2200m at Montauban in a claimer on May 14. Capable 
of making the frame at nice odds 

6. CHARM KING - Recent 4th in a handicap over 1600m on April 27 at Bordeaux Le Bouscat, 
and a win before that over 1600m on April 1st. Can be involved 

7. MIRAGE BLOU - Two wins from the last three runs, the latest success over 2200m in a 
claimer at Montaubon on June 14. Can be competitive 

8. LUCKY D'ID - Three unplaced runs of late the latter in a claimer at Langon- Libourne over 
1800m on June 19. Hard to recommend 

9. READY TO GO - Good 2nd  at Toulouse on June 8 over 2200m in a handicap. Previous 
course winner who can play a lead role 

10. PIETER DE HOOCH - Two nice runs of late, a win two runs back and a 2nd on the latest 
start over 2400m at Salon Provence in a handicap on June 17. Can make an impact 

11. THECLIMB - Several unplaced runs of late the most recent over 2400m at Bordeaux Le 
Bouscat in a Class 4 handicap on June 15. Look elsewhere 

12. TOUQUETOISE - Consistent placed form recently, 2nd on the most recent start over 2500m 
on June 19th in a Class 4 race at Langon -Libourne. In the mix 

13. ATLANTIGO - Recent win over 2550m at Gabarret in a Class 4 race on May 8. More is 
required in a stronger race this time 

14. GYPSY DEVIL - Three unplaced runs this year, the most recent over 2400m in a Class 4 
handicap on June 4 at Craon. Hardly inspiring form 

Summary: YES BOY (4) returns to the track where he recorded an impressive victory on May 
1st. Fitted with cheekpieces for the first time, he could prove difficult to beat.READY TO GO (9) 
produced a strong finishing effort at Toulouse on her latest start and rates as a major 
contender.SEDITION (3) has solid each way claims if emulating her success two runs back at 
Tarbes in early May. MIRAGE BLOU (7) completes the shortlist.

1. NEBUR - Won on the latest start over 1400m in a handicap at this track on May 18. More to 
do in what looks a better race 

2. ALHAMA RIVER - Nice win last time on his second start over 1600m at Bordeaux Le Bouscat 
in a maiden race on April 11.  One to pay close attention to with plenty of progress anticipated 

3. TESTIFY - Ran well to be 2nd last time over 1600m in a Class 2 race at Lyon Parilly on June 
13.    Merits close attention and can not be discounted 

4. ARLONG FAL - Fair 4th on the sole run this year over 1600m in a Class 1 race at Angers 
on June 8.     Ought to be in the shake-up 

5. PERSIAN IMP CEN - Finished 7th last time in a Listed race on June 14,  2nd on the two runs 
before that, the latter in a Class 2 race at Le Mans over 1400m on April 21. He looks like the 
one to beat 

6. ZARWALYAH - Finished 2nd two runs back, a win on the latest outing at Marseille Vivaux 
on June 6 in a handicap over 1500m. Others rate higher 

7. MEISHO SUGAR - Unplaced on the last outing over 1400m in a handicap at Parislongchamp 
on April 26. Might find a few of these too smart 

8. ORYA - Won on her second start over 1500m in a maiden race at Tarbes oon May 11. She 
is   lightly raced and has more to come although this could be challenging 

Summary: PERSIAN IMP CEN (5) could be the answer to this competitive affair. He likes to 
race close to the pace and this could be an ideal opportunity to get back in the winner's 
enclosure. His main threat could be ALHAMA RIVER (2), who won on the only run this year at 
Bordeaux Le Bouscat  in early April and has a lot more to come. TESTIFY (3) is the sensible 
option for the each-way backers to latch on to, and ARLONG FAL (4) looks best of the 
remainder.

1. JOUR DE COEUR - Finished 6th on the last run over 2000m at Compiegne in a claiming 
race on June 13, she won a claimer in May over 1800m. Player 

2. MATAKI - Ran well to be 5th in a Class 2 race over 1200m at Saint-Cloud on his last start 
on May 22. With the drop in class today should bring out more progress. Player 

3. RUBENESQUE - Ran well to be 2nd in a handicap at Compiegne on the latest outing over 
1400m on May 25. Can be a live contender 

4. ROMA ANTICA - Three unplaced efforts of late, the latter in a claimer when 9th over 2400m 
at Nantes on May 29. Hard to recommend 

5. CHOCOLATE CHEETAH - Finished 7th last time over 1500m in a Class 3 race at Marseille 
Vivaux on June 20. Ought to be thereabouts 

6. READYSTORM - Finished unplaced last time over 2000m at Pau on December 26 in a 
maiden race. Drops in class but others make more appeal 

7. GOLDEN BREEZE - Finished 8th on the last run over 1100m June 17 at Salon Provence in 
a Class 4 handicap. Looks unlikely to be a threat 

Summary: MATAKI (2), a Class 2 winner last year, ran well enough in a Class 2 contest in late 
May to suggest he can take a race of this nature. The main threat could come from 
RUBENESQUE (3), who produced a solid runner-up effort in a handicap at Compiègne over 
1,400 metres on May 25 and should make the selection work hard. JOUR DE COEUR (1) also 
merits respect. She won a claiming race in April and has continued to perform with credit since 
that success. CHOCOLATE CHEETAH (5) heads the rest.

Divided Handicap - Flat - EUR € 14,400  

 
1. SPICHOPE - Several unplaced runs of late, the most recent over 1900m at La Teste on June 
3 in a handicap. Has to bounce back to form 

2. KING OF THE WORLD - Unplaced last time a win before that over 1600m at Bordeaux Le 
Bouscat  in a handicap on April 27. Has risen in the weights and can be overlooked 

3. VIRIMOON ETOILE - Unplaced last time over 1200m at Bordeaux Le Bouscat on June 15 
in a handicap. Not the most reliable 

4. DADAS BOY - Two unplaced runs of late, the latter over 1200m at Bordeaux Le Bouscat on 
June 15 in a handicap. Others make more appeal 

5. OLIVA - Finished 3rd on the last run over 1550m at Montauban in a claiming race on June 
14. Outside place chance 

6. MACANELLA - Unplaced last time,3rd previously over 1600m in a Class 4 handicap on May 
21. One to consider strongly 

7. ROCAMBOLESQUE - Ran well to be 4th on June 12 at Saint-Cloud last time over 1200m in 
a Class 3 handicap. Has dropped to a good handicap rating 

8. SISSI IMPERATRICE - Finished 7th last time over 1600m at La Teste in a Class 4 handicap 
on June 11. Can make the top four 

9. BANMA - Fair 3rd last time over 1100m at Langon-Liboune in a Class 4 race on June 19. 
Hardly inspiring form 

10. ZASTER FOR ALL - Fair 3rd two runs back over 1600m at Toulouse in a Class 4 handicap 
on May 21. Merits consideration and can have a say 

11. JUBBAH - Won on the latest start over 1550m at Montauban in a Class 4 race on June 14. 
Looking for win number seven and has to be considered 

12. GARMI - Fair 6th last time  at La Teste over 1600m in a handicap on June 11. Reasonably 
well handicapped and can make her presence felt 

13. LILY OFTHE KINGDON - Unplaced last time, 3rd previously over 1600m at Pompadour on 
May 31 in a Class 4 race. One for the shortlist 

14. TANTATTENDU - Unplaced last time 3rd previously over 1600m at Royan in a Class 4 race 
on May 8. Others look better equipped 

Summary: ROCAMBOLESQUE (7) ran a good race to be fourth last time out over 1200m at 
Saint-Cloud earlier this month and could be the best option in this tricky handicap. MACANELLA 
(6) could be the one to make the selection work hard for the win. She was a creditable third two 
runs back and has warrants respect. GARMI (12) has dropped in the handicap and can be 
effective off her current rating and make the top three. ZASTER FOR ALL (10) is another to 
keep onside.

Handicap - Flat - EUR € 16,300  

 
1. BURNING HEART - Placed on three of the last four runs, 3rd on the latter over 1900m at La 
Teste in a Class 4 handicap on June 3. Hard to discount 

2. SALSA ROSE - Placed 4th on the last two runs, the latter over 1600m at Toulouse in a Class 
4  handicap on May 21. Ought to be thereabouts 

3. NEW WAY BABY - Has not been involved in two runs this year, the latter over 1200m at 
Bordeaux Le Bouscat in a handicap on June 15. Looks vulnerable 

4. HOLA VALQUIRIA - Unplaced last time, 3rd before that over 1600m at Toulouse in a 
handicap on May 21. Yet to get her head in front 

5. ELUFAN - Two tame efforts since a win over 1400m at Pau in a Class 4 race on February 
20. Seems better suited on the all weather tracks 

6. LOR LAGOON - Three unplaced runs this year, the most recent over 1600m at Toulouse in 
a handicap on May 21 when only beating one rival. Can be opposed 

7. MANA MAHA - Creditable 3rd last time out over 1200m at Bordeaux Le Bouscat in a Class 
4 handicap on June 15. Looks ready to win again 

8. DRACO - Three unplaced runs since a 2nd over 1400m at Deauville in a handicap on the 
PSF on April 8 over 1400m. Acts on various surfaces 

9. DARIYA KA DE SAON - Finished 6th last time in early June, a win previously over 1600m 
at Toulouse in a Class 4 handicap on May 21. Among the leading contenders 

10. JASMIN DORE - Well beaten last time over 1200m in a handicap at Bordeaux Le Bouscat 
on May 23. Look for an alternative 

11. HONG KONG STAR - Finished 7th last time over 1200m at Bordeaux Le Bouscat in a Class 
4 handicap on June 15. Place chance at best 

12. ALEXEI - Has not made the frame on the last two runs, a win before that in a Class 4 
handicap at Agen on April 26 over 1200m. Needs to be more consistent 

13. XARUN - Finished 5th last time over 1600m at Lyon Parilly on June 13 in a Class 4  
handicap. Can make the frame at attractive odds 

14. RISING UP - Recent win over 1600m at La Teste in a handicap on June 11 over 1600m. 
Might find a few too smart 

Summary: MANA MAHA (7) produced a solid effort when finishing third in a Class 4 handicap 
over 1,200 metres at Bordeaux Le Bouscat on June 15th and looks overdue for another 
success. The main threat could come from BURNING HEART (1), who has been admirably 
consistent of late and cannot be ruled out of the finish. She looks the obvious danger to the 
selection. DARIYA KA DE SAON (9) won two runs back at Toulouse on May 21 and can make 
her presence felt. HONG KONG STAR (11) looks best of the remainder.
