1. TOKAIDO - Won on his second start at Chantilly in a Class 3 race on April 14th over this distance. 
Among the leading chances 

2. MISS LIZZY - Won on the most recent start over 1200m at Wolverhampton (UK) on the PSF on 
May 8th. Big jump in class and has work ahead 

3. SACREE PHILOMENE - Two placed runs, 2nd over the track and trip in a Class 3 race on May 
4th last time. Looks held by some of these 

4. MAIAKOVSKA - Placed 3rd in a Listed race over 1000m at Vichy on May 13th when last seen. 
One to pay close attention to 

5. VOLLERING - Unplaced in a Group 3 race at Naas (IRL) over 1200m on May 17th, and a win 
before that at Redcar (UK) on debut over 1000m in late April. Look elsewhere 

6. REINE ESTHER - Recent winner on her second start in a Class 3 race over 1000m at Lyon 
Parilly on April 18th. Ought to be involved in the shake-up 

7. ARALIA - Won well by 3 lengths on her second start at this track on May 4th over 1000m. Can 
improve further and warrants respect 

8. LOPPELA - Good debut to be 2nd over 1000m in a conditions race on May 12th at this track. 
Open to progress and can get off the mark 

9. YUQUOT - Nice win on debut at Nantes over 1100m in a Class 3 race on May 11th. More is 
needed in a step up in class 

Summary: LOPPELA (8) caught the eye when a pleasing second on her debut at this track earlier 
this month. She is open to improvement and can get off the mark at the expense of MAIAKOVSKA 
(4), who ran a good race when third in a Listed race at Vichy on May 13th. TOKAIDO (1) was 
impressive on his latest start when scoring by four lengths over this track and can make his 
presence felt. REINE ESTHER (6) makes up the shortlist.

1. TEMAPICA - Won on debut in March over 2000m at Saint-Cloud, 3rd recently at Toulouse in a 
Listed race on April 19th over 2100m. Ought to be thereabouts 

2. BEHRAYNA - Unbeaten in two runs, the latest success over 2200m in a Listed race at 
Parislongchamp on May 3rd. Sets the standard 

3. HATANKA FAL - Placed 2nd last time in a Listed race at Toulouse on April 19th over 2100m. 
Has to improve further to trouble the principles 

4. MARYLENE DU SERRE - Unplaced last time in a Group 3 in Italy on May 1st, 4th previously in 
a Listed race at Saint-Cloud on March 15th. Might need a few to falter 

5. BLANCHE DE MEDICIS - Recent 3rd over 2100m in a Group 3 race at Saint-Cloud on April 
17th. Useful form and is hard to dismiss 

6. ZLATA - Ran well to be 2nd at Parislongchamp in a Listed race over 2200m on May 3rd last 
time out behind BEHRAYNA (2). Live chance 

Summary: BEHRAYNA (2) is unbeaten in two starts and won with a bit in hand in a Listed race at 
Parislongchamp on her latest start earlier this month. She should improve further and the step up 
in trip looks like a positive. Her main threat could be ZLATA (6), who has a few lengths to find to 
reverse placings as she was back in second in the Parislongchamp race. BLANCHE DE MEDICIS 
(5) was a decent third in a Group 3 last time and can not be ignored.

1. EYDON - Nice 2nd on the one run this year in the Jockey Club Stakes (Gr.2) at Newmarket (UK) 
over 2400m on May 1st. Live contender 

2. CUALIFICAR - Ran a good race to be 3rd in the Prix D'Harcourt (Gr.2) at Parislongchamp on 
April 5th on his sole start this year. Won the Prix Niel (Gr.2) over 2400m in September at 
Parislongchamp. Key player 

3. ZARRAF - Won a Listed race at Parislongchamp on his sole run this year on April 12th over 
2400m. Might need a few to misfire 

4. ESPOIR AVENIR - Placed 3rd on the latest start over 3000m at Parislongchamp in a Group 3 
race on April 26th. Unlikely to trouble some of these 

5. GOLIATH - Nice 2nd on his one run this year in a Group 2 race at Doha (QAT) over 2400m on 
February 14th , 3rd in the Hong Kong Vase (Gr.1) at Sha Tin (HKG) on December 14th. Player 

6. ORACLE - Finished 3rd last time over 2400m in a Group 3 race at Parislongchamp on May 3rd. 
Warrants close attention 

Summary: CUALIFICAR (2) made an encouraging seasonal return when finishing third in the Prix 
d'Harcourt (Gr.2) at ParisLongchamp on April 5th and is expected to improve for that. A smart 
winner of the Prix Niel (Gr.2) last September, he looks capable of taking this prize.GOLIATH (5) 
also commands plenty of respect after landing the Grosser Preis von Baden (Gr.1) contest in 
Germany last September and following up with a solid second in a Group 2 race at Doha when last 
seen in February. EYDON (1) is another contender after his runner-up effort in the Jockey Club 
Stakes (Gr.2) at Newmarket on May 1st.

1. ALHAEBA - Unplaced last time, two wins before that, the latter over 1300m at this track on the 
PSF on March 3rd. Stiff task ahead 

2. IKOTOFETSY - Two tame efforts this year, 6th on the most recent over 1600m at Saint-Cloud 
in a handicap on May 5th. Big drop in distance and can be avoided 

3. HOW ARE YOU - Ran well to be 2nd over this track and trip in a Class 1 race on April 28th on 
his second start behind SHIRI (8). Ought to be in the shake-up 

4. MAI DIRE MAI - Below par last time, a win before that over 1200m at La Teste in a Class 1 race 
on April 1st. Place chance at best 

5. BOURGOIN - Placed on the last two runs, 3rd on the most recent over 1200m at this track in a 
Class 1 race on April 28th. Place contender 

6. KAILANI - Possibly his best effort so far when 2nd in the Prix Texanita (GR.3) over this track 
and trip on May 19th. Seems progressive and can not be ignored 

7. BAKLAWA - She won three runs back over 1500m in a Listed race at Cagnes-Sur-Mer on 
February 22nd. Has faced Group 1 and Group 3 class recently and can be more at home in calmer 
waters 

8. SHIRI - Recent success over 1200m at this track in a Class 1 race on April 28th. Likes this track 
having won last year at this track and can feature 

9. JEUDIXX - Two unplaced runs this year, 6th on the latter over 1100m in a Group 3 race at this 
track on April 14th. Can make the frame 

10. NO TUNE - Won twice at this track last year, and was a solid 2nd in a Listed race at this track 
on March 8th over 1300m. Player 

Summary: SHIRI (8) has won three of her four starts so far, the latter over this track and trip in a 
Class 1 race late in April. She is preferred over NO TUNE (10), who has won twice at this venue 
and was a pleasing second in a Listed race at this track over 1300m in early March. She can make 
life difficult for her rivals. HOW ARE YOU (3) was under a length behind the main selection last 
time and is hard to rule out. KAILANI (6) is also a contender after a second in a Group 3 over track 
and trip 12 days ago.

1. SAJIR - Two good runs this year, when 2nd on each start, the latter over 1200m in a Listed race 
at this track on May 4th. Won the Prix Maurice De Gheest (Gr.1) over 13000m last August. Leading 
chance back in trip 

2. PONNTOS - Won this in 2024, unplaced in a Group 3 on May 10th. He won a Listed race at 
Milan (ITA) on April 26th over 1000m before that. Not quite the force of old 

3. LESSLEPASSER - Fair 3rd last time in a Group 3 race at Parislongchamp over 1000m on May 
10th. Can be competitive at this distance 

4. MOOJEED - He has been 5th on the latest two runs, the most recent in a Group 3 race at this 
track over 1100m on April 14th. Won a Group 3 at this track last June. In the mix 

5. AFJAN - Three placed runs this year, 2nd on the latter over 1000m in a Group 3 race at 
Parislongchamp on May 10th. Likes this trip and is hard to ignore 

Summary: SAJIR (1) has finished runner-up on both starts this season and looks ready to return 
to winning ways. The former Prix Maurice de Gheest (Gr.1) winner last August sets the standard. 
AFJAN (5) appears his main rival, is a course winner and ran a solid race when second in a Group 
3 contest at ParisLongchamp over 1000m 21 days ago. MOOJEED (4), winner of the Prix du Bois 
Longines (Gr.3) over 1200m at this track last June, drops back in distance after two respectable 
efforts in Group company and also warrants respect.

1. DARYZAN - Half-brother to champion Daryz, he won easily on his sole start over 1600m at 
Saint-Cloud in a newcomers race on May 5th. Looks like a nice prospect and the stable's current 
form inspires considerable confidence 

2. DOLMALAN - He is unbeaten in three runs, the latest success over 2000m in a Listed race at 
this track on April 28th when getting up close home. Progressive and is drawn well 

3. HANKELOW - Ran well to be 3rd in the Poule D'Esai Des Poulains (Gr.1) at Parislongchamp on 
May 10th. Well drawn in stall 1 and can be competitive 

4. ALAM - Won last time in the Prix Greffulhe (Gr.3) race at Saint-Cloud over this distance on May 
5th. Looks progressive but has a poor draw to deal with 

5. GUSTO - Placed 3rd last time on April 5th in a Group 3 race at Parislongchamp over 1800m. 
Tough task ahead and others rate higher 

6. HAWK MOUNTAIN - Won the G.3 Prix de Guiche over 1800m at this track on May 4th last time 
and the Futurity Trophy Stakes (Gr.1) at Doncaster previously on October 25th at Doncaster (UK) 
over 1600m. Live player 

7. GOSTAM - Unbeaten in four runs, the latest success in the Bavarian Classic (Gr. 2) race at 
Munich-Riem (DEU) over 2000m on May 1st. German trained and faces his toughest task yet 

8. SEGALL - Unplaced last time when stumbling in Poule d'Essai des Poulains, a win before that 
in the Prix La Force  Group 3 race over 1800m at Parislongchamp on April 5th over 1800m. Got no 
luck on the latest start but would be a surprise winner 

9. OXAGON - Finished 6th in the 2,000 Guines Stakes  (Gr.1) at Newmarket over 1600m on May 
2nd, and a win in a Group 3 race over the same track and trip before that on April 16th. 
Supplemented and warrants respect 

10. KOMOREBI - Two solid runs this year, a win the Prix de Fontainebleau (Gr.3) over 1600m in 
April and a good second in the Poule D'Essai Des Poulains (Gr.1) at Parislongchamp on May 10th 
on the latest over the same track and trip. Nicely drawn and can be competitive 

11. CAMPACITE - Placed on both runs this year, 3rd on the latter in a Group 3 race at Chantilly 
over 1800m on May 4th behind HAWK MOUNTAIN (6). Faces a stiff task 

12. PEARLED MAJESTY - Two wins this year, the latter over 2100m in a Group 3 race at 
Parislongchamp on April 12th. Improving colt and can not be ruled out from a favourable draw 

13. CANADIAN - Two unplaced runs, the latter over 2000m in a Class 2 race at Saint-Cloud on 
May 15th. Would be a shock winner and looks outclassed 

14. MONTREAL - Ran well to be 2nd at this track in a Listed race over 2000m on April 28th when 
narrowly beaten by DOMALAN (2). Outside place contender 

15. A BOY NAMED SUSIE - Ran well to be 3rd in a Group 3 over 2000m at Leopardstown (IRL) 
on April 12th on the one run this year. Stall 13 is not ideal

16. CONSTITUTION RIVER - He has won his last three races, the most recent at Chester (UK) in 
a Listed race on May 7th over 2050m. Group 2 winner last August over 1400m. Leading contender 
if able to overcome a poor draw 

Summary: CONSTITUTION RIVER (16) created a huge impression when landing the Listed Dee 
Stakes at Chester by seven lengths. Held in the highest regard by the Ballydoyle team, he is viewed 
as Coolmore's leading contender for this race and is likely to head the market despite a difficult 
draw. DARYZAN (1) also looks a colt of considerable promise after making a striking winning debut 
over 1600m at Saint-Cloud on May 5th. A half-brother to the champion Daryz, he is clearly held in 
high esteem by his trainer and rates a major threat. HAWK MOUNTAIN (6), winner of the Futurity 
Stakes (Gr.1) as a two-year-old, enhanced his profile with a Group 3 success over this course on 
May 4th and should not be underestimated. KOMOREBI (10) was narrowly denied in the Poule 
d'Essai des Poulains (Gr.1) at ParisLongchamp on May 10th and could improve for stepping up in 
trip, with trainer André Fabre confident the extra distance will suit despite his pedigree. DOLMALAN 
(2) is another talented colt with scope for further progress, although the fact Mickaël Barzalona has 
opted to ride DARYZAN (1) is noteworthy

2026. Will be a big test for her but she is capable 

3. MIUCCIA - Positive 2nd in a Class 2 Condition over 1800m at Chantilly on the 28th of April 2026. 
Will be flying at them late 

4. PIERCHIC - Respectable 5th in a Listed over 1600m at Chantilly on the 4th of May 2026. She 
enjoys the mile and will go close 

5. VATICANA - Hard trying 9th in a Group III over 1800m at Parislongchamp on the 5th of April 
2026. Can disrupt the top 4 play 

6. ROYAL CHAPEL - Credible 3rd in a Listed over 1400m at Parislongchamp on the 23rd of April 
2026. Better suited to the 1600m and can make a big splash 

7. NAOMIS - A winner in a Listed over 1600m at Toulouse on the 19th of April 2026. One who will 
fight out the backend of quartets 

8. GREEN SENSE - Forgivable 11th in her last start over 1400m in Curragh on the 27th of 
September 2025. Packs ability to make a winning move 

Summary: A competitive Group 2 contest at hand but GREEN SENSE (8) makes her return after 
an eight-month layoff and she is no stranger to winning races of this stature. Although her form 
boasts her preference over 1200m, she is capable of a solid fresh return. DEMAH (2) romped home 
into the winners box on debut and the team think highly of this filly which she certainly has the right 
to feature. PIERCHIC (4) has the credentials to be involved in the mix and Cristian Demuro will do 
justice in that. ROYAL CHAPEL (6) is fond of the 1600m and can awaken this field if they are 
caught asleep.

2026. Strong winning chance
