 	 4	 AUTUMN TWILIGHT (IRE) Not disgraced when fourth in a Handicapat ParisLongchamp over 1600m on 8 

September. Showed improvement and can go close to winning.

 	 7	 CHILLI PRINCESS (FR) Better run last start, beaten 1.12 lengths into over 1400m. Genuine chance on the 
back of the last effort.

 	 9	 IRBIS (FR) Ultra consistent galloper and who can play a part in the finish.

 	13	 FASTER (FR) Holding form and was third place in a Handicap at ParisLongchamp over 1600m on 
8 September. Has shown improvement and is not out of it.

 	15	 GOLDEN BEACH Was prominent last time and finished strongly for a close third over 1800m.

 	 4	 PUSHKIN (GER) Last start winner who retains form, will be handy here.

 	 1	 JACK O’BOY (FR) Recorded the fastest time over this distance.

 	 5	 ATOME Average effort last start when 7th from 13 runners and beaten 2.50 lengths over 
1400m. Expect to improve here.

 	 6	 PERTUSATO (FR) Finished 9th in a Handicap at Chantilly over 1600m on 3 September. Is capable of 
better and did place fourth in a Handicap at this track in May.

 	 8	 JIEPIES MELODY (FR) Solid effort last start, beaten 2.50 lengths into second over 1600m. Among the 
chances.

 	 6	 SULTANE (FR) Better run last start, beaten 0.69 lengths into over 1600m. Genuine chance on the 

back of the last effort.

 	 3	 CIRCLE OF DREAMS (IRE) Three-start maiden who has been improving with a 4th position last start over 
2000m. This looks a suitable race.

 	 4	 LA DESINENCE (FR) Average effort last start when 6th from 13 runners and beaten 4.75 lengths over 
1400m. Expect to improve here.

 	 5	 EVER KATE (FR) Improved effort when fifth in a Conditions race at Dieppe over 1400m on 21 August. 
Will be suited to soft ground  and can make the frame.

 	 8	 WAZIERS (FR) Great horse and jockey partnership, expect a good showing.
