RACE 1 9:30 PM  |  AED300,000  |  MEYDAN  |  1400m
	 	 1	 MUBEED (AE) Proven at this level and strong over the trip. His Meydan dirt record is excellent, making 

him the clear one to beat.

	 	 2	 AF ALAJAJ (FR) Returns to his preferred dirt surface after solid turf runs. Earlier Meydan mile second 
gives him strong place claims here.

	 	 6	 RASASI (FR) Quality turf performer trying dirt for the first time. Rating keeps him competitive if adapt-
ing to the surface.

	 	 4	 ALTIBER (FR) Consistent on dirt across sprint trips and stays well. This is tougher, but he still holds 
minor placing chances.

	 	 3	 RB MONEY MAKER (US) Sharp sprinter rising in trip. Early speed helps, though stamina is a question. Can still 
finish for a minor share.

	 	 5	 STAR MIRAGE (USA) Strong Kempton debut over this trip. Should adapt to Meydan dirt and looks the leading 

contender with natural improvement.

	 	 6	 TAGO MAGO (USA) Promising Southwell debut showed ability. Expected to progress and should be competi-
tive switching to Meydan dirt.

	 	 3	 LABWAH (USA) Displayed useful early pace on debut. Extra distance should help her settle and improve. 
Genuine place chance.

	 	 7	 TJAREED (USA) Close last start and progressing steadily. Tactical speed gives her a decent chance to 
finish in the minors.

	 	 1	 CZARINA FIERCE (USA) Barrier trial educational and she should improve with experience. Needs progress but 
cannot be ruled out entirely.

	 	 3	 DEVON ISLAND (USA) Strong Kempton second suggests solid ability. Extra distance should suit, and he looks 

ready to deliver a forward showing here.

	 	 7	 NA EEM (USA) Excellent local debut running second over 1200m. Extra trip should help him progress 
further and remain highly competitive.

	 	 8	 NATIONAL HISTORY (USA) UK mile form is credible, and he should appreciate the rise in distance. Key chance if 
handling dirt conditions.

	 	 1	 BROTHERLY LOVE (GB) His debut fifth was reasonable and he should improve with experience. Another step 
forward puts him in minor contention.

	 	 4	 DOS AND DONTS (USA) Well beaten on debut and still learning. Needs significant improvement stepping up in 
distance today.

	 	 1	 FLYING HONOURS (GB) High-class European stayer switching to dirt. If adapting well, his proven stamina and 

ratings make him the standout contender in this field.

	 	 3	 SECRET STATE (IRE) Quality performer with strong historical ratings. Needs a rebound on dirt but ability alone 
keeps him a genuine contender.

	 	 2	 CROWN ESTATE (GB) Reliable on Meydan dirt and consistently finishes off well. Draw helps, giving him solid 
place prospects again.

	 	 9	 SILENT AGE (FR) Good European turf form and pedigree suggests dirt might suit. Could surprise if adapt-
ing quickly.

	 	 6	 REMORSE (IRE) Honest veteran who stays well. Needs strong tempo to feature but capable of running on 
late for a minor spot.
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RACE 5 11:50 PM  |  AED500,000  |  MEYDAN  |  1600m
	 	 1	 MESHTRI (USA) Proven at this trip and strong on Meydan dirt. Classy performer who remains the stand-

out runner and clear one they must beat.

	 	 4	 MASMAK (USA) Progressive US dirt performer with improving form. Handles the mile and looks a strong 
challenger if continuing his upward curve.

	 	 9	 DAVID OF ATHENS (USA) Talented US winner with proven dirt ability. If settling early, he should remain competitive 
over this distance.

	 	 3	 NATIVE APPROACH (GB) Strong turf performer switching to dirt. Class keeps him in the mix, though surface suit-
ability remains the question.

	 	 5	 MENDELSSOHN BAY (USA) Honest dirt performer but needs improvement at this level. Capable of finishing on for a 
minor placing.

RACE 6 12:25 AM  |  AED300,000  |  MEYDAN  |  1400m
	 	 4	 RAMMAYY (USA) Consistent at this distance and improving overall. Appears well suited here and should 

produce another competitive performance.

	 	 2	 KHANJAR (IRE) Reliable on Meydan dirt and regularly finishes strongly. Good draw enhances his pros-
pects of featuring prominently again.

	 	 1	 POWER MODE (USA) Classy sprinter-miler with strong turf form. Dirt remains a question, but his ability still 
keeps him competitive.

	 	 5	 ECHO POINT (IRE) Strong finisher who can capitalise if the pace is genuine. A solid contender for minor 
money.

	 	 6	 DEEP HOPE (USA) Honest campaigner but needs improvement at this level. More likely fighting for minor 
shares.

	 	 2	 HEART OF HONOR (GB) High-class performer with strong Meydan dirt form. Level weights suit, making him the 

clear runner they must overcome.

	 	 1	 GALACTIC STAR (USA) Talented dirt performer who stays well. Main danger to the favourite if rediscovering 
earlier winning form.

	 	 5	 DUBAY (USA) Improving young dirt runner with consistent efforts. Distance suits and he remains a solid 
placing contender.

	 	 4	 DAAMISS (USA) Turf winner testing dirt. Needs to prove suitability but still possesses enough upside to 
feature.

	 	 3	 NIMBLE BOY  (USA) Honest type who finishes late. Needs improvement to trouble the top contenders but can 
grab minor prizemoney.
