RACE 1 9:15 PM  |  EUR75,000  |  PARISLONGCHAMP  |  1600m
	 	 9	 CLIMATE CHANGE (FR) Acquitted himself well (9th) in the Grand Handicap de Deauville and finished an 

eye-catching 4th in the 1500m PSF Quinté+ handicap on 25 August. Will fight for 
victory.

	 	11	 HARRY WAY (FR) Placed several times in Group races last year. Didn’t go unnoticed when 6th in 
1850m Quinté+ race at this venue on 8 September.

	 	 8	 HALF HALF (FR) Finished 5th in a Group III contest in the spring. Dangerous to discount.

	 	 3	 AMERICAN FLAG (FR) Finished 8th in 1600m Listed race at this venue when last seen on 23 May - soft 
track will suit him.

	 	 7	 CHIRIMIRI Performed well (7th) in the Grand Handicap of Deauville off his current mark and 
bounced back to form with a reassuring 2nd in a 1500m conditions race at Saint-
Cloud on 9 September.

	 	 4	 ONE EYE JACK (IRE) Overcame a tardy start to make a winning debut over 1600m at Haydock on 28 

September and is open to any amount of improvement with the benefit of that 
experience. Exciting prospect.

	 	 5	 MOUNT KILIMANJARO (FR) Attractively bred Siyouni colt. Not taken lightly on his reappearance. 

	 	11	 RELAXX (FR) Promising filly with solid form references/credentials. Finished 6th in a very strong 
Group III Prix d’Aumale over track and trip on 12 September.

	 	 3	 FLY HALF (FR) Debut winner over 1000m at Chantilly in May and has maintained good form and 
consistency in 3 subsequent starts. Proved effective over this distance when 3rd at 
Saint-Cloud on 20 September.

	 	 2	 MONDO (FR) Confirmed the promise of his debut 3rd over 1400m with a stylish 1600m victory at 
La Teste when last seen on 31 August. Faces stronger opposition but is open to 
further progress - dark horse.

RACE 3 10:25 PM  |  EUR200,000  |  PARISLONGCHAMP  |  1600m
	 	 9	 ALCANTOR (FR) Not at all disgraced when 6th in the Group 1 Jockey Club stakes at Chantilly over 

2100m on 2 June. Has had a break since then but could bounce back to beat these 
rivals.

	 	 5	 PENALTY (GER) Has won three of his six starts in Germany including a Group 2 at Baden-Baden 
over 1600m on 1 September. Fit and could fight out the finish.

	 	 1	 MARHABA YA SANAFI (IRE) Capable of better and can get involved with the finish.

	 	 3	 CARAMELITO (FR) Has improved this year and was not disgraced whn fourth last time out in a Group 1 
over this track and trip on 8 September. Be right there at the finish.

	 	 4	 MAKE ME KING (FR) Has improved of late with two wins in his last three starts, winning a Group 3 last 
time out over this distance on 25 August. Deserves some respect.
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RACE 4 11:35 PM  |  EUR200,000  |  PARISLONGCHAMP  |  1950m
	 	 3	 ANMAAT (IRE) Clearly very talented and returned from a lengthy break to win a Group 3 at Haydock 

Park over 2090m on 10 August. Sets the standard for the race.

	 	 6	 JAYAREBE (FR) A winner of three of his six starts and ran well when runner-up last time out in a 
Group 2 at Deauville over 2000m on 15 August. Should fight out the finish.

	 	 1	 CALIF (GER) At  the top of his game and picked up a Group 1 win last time out at München-Riem 
over 2000m on 28 July. Deserves the utmost respect.

	 	 4	 MY PROSPERO (IRE) In good shape this year and won a Group 3 at Windsor over 2000m on 24 August. 
Can contest the finish once again.

	 	 5	 ALMAQAM Did not run too badly when a distant third in a Group 2 at Deauville over 2000m on 
15 August. Capable of contesting the finish again.
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RACE 5 12:10 AM  |  EUR75,000  |  PARISLONGCHAMP  |  2500m
	 	 3	 PAY TO LEARN (FR) Has won three of his 6 starts, including last time out in a Conditions race at Vichy 

over 2400m on 24 September. Tries a handicap but can score again.

	 	 9	 NEWLOOK (FR) Showed what he is capable of with a good handicap win at this course over 2400m 
on 12 September. Carries a 4kg penalty but can follow up.

	 	11	 UTAMARO (GER) Was runner-up last time out in a handicap at this course over 2400m on 1 
September. Should fight out the finish.

	 	 5	 CASSIUS (FR) Won twice last year and was 5th last time out in a handicap at this course over 
2400m on 1 September.

	 	 1	 TRABUCO (FR) Much improved this year and was not disgraced when third last time out in a Listed 
race at Craon over 2400m on 31 August. Has a winning chance.
