Has performed well 
previously first-up without winning. Sticky gate but has early zip.

Rates highly.

Should relish the rise 
in distance. Lightly raced and has scope to improve up in distance. Drawn more favourably.

	 	11	 QUEEN VICTORIOUS Slotted mid-field and didn’t show much fight at Mornington on debut 23 Oct. Drawn to 
receive every chance. Better for race experience. Has scope.

Should appreciate stepping up in 
distance. Can be thereabouts.

Wet form - soft (3:1-1-0); untested heavy. Among the dangers.

	 	 4	 SO BRAVE Just wacked away without threatening over 2040m 3yo+ (Bm70) at Moonee Valley. 
Should appreciate stepping up in distance. Right in the mix.

	 	 3	 CAPTAIN ELECTRIC Raced in back half and never likely when 10.2 lengths 10th at Flemington. Drops to 
shorter trip. Has plenty to find on latest offerings. On trust.

Gave an impressive debut performance winning 
over 1217m at Moe, 1 Jun when in the market. Wet form - soft (1:1-0-0); untested heavy. 
Drawn to receive every chance.

Glen, 25 Oct. Liam Riordan retains the ride. Each-way.
