RACE 1 11:25 AM  |  $42,500  |  SEYMOUR  |  1300m
	 	13	 HATALOOK Freshened after resuming from a break. Both runs have contained merit. Made late rally 

from the back at Wangaratta at her second race start. Form good enough for this.

	 	 1	 BLUE LIGHT DISCO Freshened. Stationed in back half and far from disgraced at Pakenham on debut. Right 
in the mix.

	 	 5	 BRUTAL COMMAND Sat around mid-field and wasn’t beaten far at Geelong on debut. Can challenge.

	 	 9	 SILKY SETH In the money at his only start at Sale 1 Feb. Better for race experience. Breaks from a 
low barrier. Right in the mix.

	 	 3	 LITTLE THEODORE Placed two of his three career outings at this level. Never a threat after showing no early 
speed from the barriers at Kyneton at first run off a long break. Freshen up and can go close.

RACE 2 12:00 PM  |  $55,000  |  SEYMOUR  |  2200m
	 	 7	 ZINOVATION Promising and deserves that maiden win. Got back and wasn’t totally disgraced at 

Geelong when off an extended spell. Strips fitter second run back. Makes a strong case 
in this company.

	 	 9	 KING KAUFFO Been thereabouts. Produced a searching finish into the minors here. This looks a nice 
race for the gelding.

	 	10	 SUNGAZER Shown patches of ability. Improvement noted this campaign. handily placed and gave his 
all running on for second at Murray Bridge Gh at skinny odds. Fancy the extra trip will suit.

	 	11	 TRYST AND DOUBT Two runs to date okay. Wasn’t beaten far at Sandown-Hillside at his second race start. 
Fitter, has scope to progress stepping up in trip. Can challenge.

	 	13	 ASHINA Excellent effort chiming in late for third at Yarra Glen. Stamina on trial here. Only for 
wider exotics.

RACE 3 12:35 PM  |  $35,000  |  SEYMOUR  |  1400m
	 	 1	 OVERACTIVE Resuming (18-weeks). Tends to race well first-up without winning. Breaks from a low 

barrier. Easier here.

	 	 8	 LATHLAIN Fronting up for second campaign (19-weeks). Winner at Seymour in her first prep. Won in 
Maiden company at Seymour first-up last campaign. Tested in stakes company in first prep.

	 	 4	 PRINCESS TORO Fresh. Never sighted at last start this journey when 8.2 lengths 8th at Pakenham. Good 
gate and this is well within her wheelhouse. Sound claims.

	 	 9	 PRINCESS MONTECITO Not disgraced in (Bm62) at Pakenham when off an extended spell at $14. Fitter second-up. 
Nice gate. Can make her presence felt.

	 	 3	 GIN O’CLOCK Now 4 weeks between runs. Finished out the back at Wangaratta when blew like a gale 
in the betting. New to Seymour. Senior rider takes over.

RACE 4 1:10 PM  |  $35,000  |  SEYMOUR  |  1600m
	 	 2	 MAKTOOB Ridden in back half, strong late to fill the minors (Bm66) at Sale. Decent alley and a 

proven weight carrier. Highly rated in this line-up.

	 	 8	 PHOEBE BUFFAY Game win from just off the pace this track. Ready for the mile now. Stays under strong 
notice for this.

	 	 6	 MOONBIRD Useful money-spinner. Got back, closed the race off solidly into third at Wangaratta. This 
looks very achievable.

	 	10	 CALEANA 4 weeks since last run. Tame to line in small field at Cranbourne second-up. Won only 
other time at Seymour. Pay to disregard that run. Went much better two back.

	 	 3	 SAVVIE BLANC Had all before him at turn and went home tamely at Cranbourne over this distance. Won 
only other time at Seymour. Has claims.
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RACE 5 1:50 PM  |  $35,000  |  SEYMOUR  |  1200m
	 	 3	 CHOCOLATE BOX Let-up (42-days). Ran home into the minors Hcp (C1) at Pakenham at first run off a long 

break. Makes strong appeal.

	 	 8	 SUSSEX DUCHESS Honest battler. Cleared maiden ranks at Geelong 14 Jan. Picked up strongly from back 
half to fill the minors at Pakenham when in the market. This looks very winnable.

	 	 5	 BAKED Terrific winning the 3yo+ Mdn Plate over 1100m at Moe at $3. Lachlan Neindorf retains 
the ride. Right in the mix.

	 	 2	 LEGACY ROSE Won a 1425m Benchmark 62 at Geelong two back. Well back and made minor headway 
when 4th at Wangaratta. Coming back in distance. Hard fit and warrants attention.

	 	 7	 SILVER TOP RIDGE Freshened. Pushed forward and found enough to score as a $2.40 chance at second run 
back. Tactical speed, inside draw. Can make her presence felt.

RACE 6 2:30 PM  |  $35,000  |  SEYMOUR  |  1100m
	 	 5	 MR ASSERTIVE Useful money-spinner. Sent forward, outgunned late but kept on for third 3yo+ Hcp (66) 

at Cranbourne. Can show early speed. This looks very winnable.

	 	 4	 KA YING CHEER Better for first Aust run. Bided his time at the back and let down smartly for a 0.5 lengths 
win at Pakenham. Will be fitter second-up. Warrants attention.

	 	10	 THAILESS Sound form. Courageous in front and only denied in final bounds at Geelong.  
Outer barrier but has good gate speed. Can be thereabouts.

	 	 3	 AKICITA Freshened after resuming from a break. Recorded a dead heat win in the 3yo+ (Bm62) 
this venue when off an extended spell. Winner at only other start at Seymour. Drawn to 
effect and big weights don’t seem to worry him.

	 	11	 DAMAS Midfield, picked them up smartly and kicked clear to win this venue at $9. Winner at only 
other start at Seymour. One for exotics.

	 	 1	 ITSUKUSHIMA Racing with conviction. Just missed at Moe 25 Jan. Prominent and fought on  

determinedly to win 3yo+ Hcp (66) this venue. Can win again.

	 	 5	 PHINEAS Cleared maiden ranks at Cranbourne 22 Jan. Ridden in back half, strong late to fill the 
minors 3yo+ Hcp (66) this venue. Makes strong appeal.

	 	 4	 SOTOMAYOR Chasing hat-trick. Finished too well winning 3yo+ (Bm62) at Wangaratta. Key player.

	 	 3	 AUSTRATA Went home tamely at Sandown-Hillside at $13. Coming back in distance. Usually gets 
back. Can challenge.

	 	 6	 SUPER SOLAR Seasoned performer. Never a threat after showing no early speed from the barriers at 
Caulfield Heath at this distance. Very fit and can make the podium.

	 	 2	 LAA DE SHA Just shaded in the small field at Sale at last start this journey. Winner at track and  

distance and a proven weight carrier. Makes a strong case in this company.

	 	 4	 CAPPER THIRTYNINE Not disgraced in 3yo+ (Bm84) at Caulfield at $26. Won only other time at Cranbourne. 
Fitter second-up. Gets all the favours from ace draw.

	 	 1	 CELSIUS STAR High speed gelding. On pace but folded up quickly at Caulfield. At optimum distance. 
Possesses high speed and gets 3kg off for Bailey Kinninmont.

	 	 5	 GOLD MEDALLIST Tame to line in small field at Sale at first run back. Strips fitter second run back. Senior 
rider takes over. Among the dangers.

	 	 6	 HIGHLAND HARLEY Picked up strongly from back half to fill the minors this venue. Top three chance.
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RACE 9 4:15 PM  |  $40,000  |  CRANBOURNE  |  1000m
	 	 1	 DIRTY HARRY Newcomer by Dirty Work and out of the Exceed And Excel mare Crystal Wings. Benefit 

of decent alley. Bears close watching.

	 	 5	 HANDEE By Hanseatic and making debut without an official trial. Market looks best pointer.

	 	 7	 NEONOVA Unraced 2yo by a leading sire in Zoustar and out of the Redoute’s Choice mare Seattle 
Dancer. Drawn well for first assignment. Can make an immediate impact here.

	 	10	 SIMPLY STEFFI Let-up (83-days). Rearward and put up a fair debut performance when 2.8 lengths 7th at 
Caulfield at $6.50. Has scope. Can challenge fresh in this company.

	 	 3	 DANCE THE BOOGIE Returns for second campaign (17-weeks). Back to rear and battled home at Bendigo on 
debut when in the market. Has claims.

RACE 10 4:45 PM  |  $40,000  |  CRANBOURNE  |  1000m
	 	 1	 KATSU First-up (35-weeks). Talented sprinter who makes his own luck. Has run well fresh. 

Secures inside draw in small field.

	 	 2	 PHILOSOPHER Gelding specialises under 6-furlongs. Went close at Geelong two back. Wasn’t far away 
finishing 0.9 lengths 4th in a bunched finish this venue. Makes strong appeal.

	 	 5	 TOOKAY PETE Showed plenty of fight to secure victory at Sandown-Hillside over this distance. Worth a look.

	 	 4	 ALWAYS ENUFF Mare thrives over the specialist sprint trips. Decent effort in the small field at Caulfield at 
this trip. Key player.

	 	 3	 SPARRING Bided time at back and closed powerfully into the minors 3yo+ (Bm78) this venue when 
off an extended spell. Fitter second-up. Can run top three.

	 	 5	 FROSTNIP Freshened. Just missed at Geelong 3 Jan. Tame to line in small field at Pakenham 

second-up. Has early speed.

	 	 6	 NIGHT FLASH 4 weeks since last run. Honest battler.  Gave good account when 1.3 lengths 4th this 
track at last start this journey when in the market. Secures inside draw in small field.

	 	 2	 BLETHYN Resuming (12-weeks). Rates highly fresh in this company.

	 	 1	 NO LIMITATION Handy but gave away tamely at Caulfield. Won only other time at Cranbourne. Worth a look.

	 	 4	 SNAPSHOT Back to the track for second campaign (16-weeks). Right in the mix fresh in this affair.

Should appreciate stepping up in distance. Claiming apprentice engaged again.

	 	 3	 CHARMING DEEL Out of the money at Sandown-Hillside at this trip. Worth a look.

	 	 4	 CHAMPAGNE JENNI Resuming (28-weeks). Ex Shane Jackson. Trained here now. Raced well last time in. 
Can challenge fresh in this affair.

	 	 2	 CAT NOIR Strong win from off the pace at Colac over this distance, when in the market. Has claims.

	 	 8	 POWERFUL TORQUE On target for hat-trick. Ridden positively and showed plenty of mettle to win this venue. 

Form good enough for this.

	 	 7	 WARCHIME Shouldered 61kg to victory at Seymour. Made late rally from the back here. Makes 
strong appeal.

	 	11	 CONVO handily placed and gave her all running on for third here when in the market. Warrants attention.

	 	 9	 THINKING GOLD Led, unable to sustain bid and faded to finish 5.3 lengths this track. On pacer. Among the 
dangers.

	 	 2	 ALL SO CLEAR Fought bravely to the wire 1.2 lengths third 3yo+ (Bm70) at Kyneton. Looks a first four candidate.
