	 	 5	 BONNIE GEM Racing well recently including a last start third beaten 1.40 lengths over 1550m at  
Cambridge. Can sneak into the finish again.

	 	 4	 SHIVOO Raced midfield last run and should do better with a return to Cambridge. Good record 
over this track.

	 	 6	 VOICE OF OHIO Solid effort last start, beaten 0.20 lengths into second over 1550m. Among the winning 
chances.

Expect to 
feature.

	 	 7	 VOICE OF OHIO Good run last start second over 1550m at Cambridge. Nearing a win and gets chance to 
break through.

half, strong late to fill the minors 3yo+ Mdn at Northam. Improver, fitter third-up.

	 	 1	 OLD MATE HENRY Due for a win. Terrific effort when just shaded in choppy conditions here Aug 27. Fancy 
the extra trip will suit. Looks progressive.

	 	 2	 EXQUISITE TASTE Been supported at each run. Settled midfield, let down well for solid 1.4 len second at 
Northam in only his second race appearance. Has claims.

	 	 7	 STARTLING STAR Settled handy and responded well to fill the minors this track at her second race start. 
Fitter, has scope to progress. 3kg claimer on again. Sound claims.

	 	 8	 ZOOMACHINO On a quick back-up. Form sound without seriously threatening. Battled home at Northam. 
Has her first look at 1650m here.

	 	 5	 HOYA DESTROYER Went back, closed intently for 0.6 len 5th here in second run from spell. Better for recent 

exposure this trip. Good gate helps. Rates highly.

	 	 2	 PHAROAH SHOW Sent out $6 when unable to threaten on a soft deck at Bunbury first up. Fitter second-up 
and takes a 3kg claim.

	 	 1	 MAXWHOOSHTAPIN Fronting up for second campaign (20-weeks). Broke maiden at Pinjarra Scarpside in his 
first preparation. Just missed at Ascot Apr 5. Rates highly fresh in this affair.

	 	 6	 ALMAYA Gave good account in sticky going when 0.5 len 5th at Northam at second run back. 
Fitter for those two runs and ready to show best. Proven record wet/track. Drawn 
favourably.

	 	 3	 ZANDON Finished a long way from the action 3yo+ Hcp (C3) at Pinjarra. Coming back in distance. 
Tough assignment. Could surprise.

a look.

	 	 2	 DISCO KICKS Showed all her fighting qualities as she shook off rivals attentions to win the 3yo+ Mdn at 
Bunbury Fibre Sand. Nice gate. Rates highly.

	 	 8	 MOLLY’S MY PAL Last at turn, ran on late at Northam at this distance. Sound claims.

	 	 1	 LIPSTICK JUNGLE Off pace, left in tearaway winner’s wake but ran on doggedly for the runner up cheque 
this track. Sound claims.

	 	 3	 LINE OF THOUGHT Broke her maiden at start number 10 at Belmont Park. Could give some cheek at odds.

	 	 8	 FINE STAR On a quick back-up. Making good progress. Went down narrowly in the small field here 

at second run back. Looks progressive.

	 	 6	 WIN FOR BUSTER Trials (2:1-0-0). By Shooting To Win and showed good improvement to win his latest trial 
at Lark Hill, (00:00:58.400,). Bears close watching.

	 	 4	 JIMMY ANGEL Boxed on for a distant third in the small field here second-up. Scope for improvement. 
3kg claimer on again. Drawn to effect and takes a large claim.

	 	 2	 GUARD THE MULLAH Drifted back and never a threatening factor in choppy conditions this track at first run for 
new trainer. Right in the mix.

	 	10	 TABBA TABBA BOOM Promising debut 0.8 len second at Northam Aug 28 when blew out in betting. Subject to 
improvement. Faces stronger opposition now. Place.

	 	 2	 VILLAGE GIRL Started $10 when safely held in Rst 0 Met Win-LY company in rain affected going this 

track. Rates highly.

	 	 9	 MISS WALL STREET Strong 1 len win 1300m 3yo+ (Bm58+) at Kalgoorlie. This looks very winnable.

	 	 1	 GALAXY AFFAIR Midfield, picked them up smartly and kicked clear to win at Pinjarra at $8. Drawn more 
favourably and 3kg helps the cause. Stays under strong notice for this.

	 	 6	 KIRALUI Gave good account in testing conditions when 0.5 len 4th at Northam over this distance 
when in the market. Decent alley. Has a few runs under her belt this campaign and can 
challenge.

	 	 5	 KERVETTE Ran on fairly from back half this venue when in the market. Coming back in distance. 
Each-way.
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RACE 10 4:54 PM  |  $30,000  |  BELMONT PARK  |  1200m
	 	 3	 FLAGSHIP Refused to shirk task in choppy conditions in 3yo+ Hcp (C3) this track. A distance 

specialist. Strips fitter second run back. Drawn to receive every chance.

	 	 4	 GREAT EDITION Just got the nod in this track over this distance. Drawn more favourably. Has claims.

	 	10	 DEFINE BEAUTIFUL Punctured badly after leading in the 1200m 3yo+ F&M Hcp (C1) this track over this 
distance. Breaks from a low barrier. Warrants attention.

	 	 7	 DUBAI’S DAUGHTER Just wacked away without threatening over 1000m 3yo+ Hcp (C3) here at first run off a 
long break. At optimum distance. Fitter second-up. Can challenge.

	 	 1	 LEETRON Let-up (49-days). On pace but soon under pressure and he knocked up badly to finish 
9.6 len 9th at Pinjarra. Since trialled at Belmont Park Sep 1. Has an adverse draw.

RACE 11 5:30 PM  |  $30,000  |  BELMONT PARK  |  1650m
	 	 2	 TALK TO WYN On a quick back-up. Wore them down late at Northam. Should relish the rise in distance 

and 3kg helps the cause. 3kg claimer on again.

	 	 1	 WORCESTER Won 3yo+ Hcp (C5) Class 5 Bunbury Aug 14. Prominent to 400m but threw the towel in 
quickly 9.2 len 11th this track. Rates highly.

	 	 8	 THE ROOSTER Gave good account in testing conditions when 1.4 len 4th at Northam in second run from 
spell. Ready to peak third-up. Warrants attention.

	 	 6	 MISSISSIPPI DAWN Ridden back and never a factor here when off an extended spell. Fitter second-up. 
Expect a much stronger performance here.

	 	 7	 SWIFT TALKER Made immediate impact on the track with a convincing win at Northam Aug 28. Punching 
high. Stiffer opposition here.
