resistance to the selection, ahead of Bellum Justum.

Varian's filly produced a late surge to land the 1000 Guineas at Newmarket in May and will relish this extra test of stamina. Emily
Upjohn will appreciate the faster ground having gone desperately close in the Pretty Polly at the Curragh, while Sparkling Plenty
swept past the opposition at Chantilly to win the French Oaks in good style and is not out of place in this company.
