TEN CARAT HARRY - GREEN DAME - NOBLE VOW

Race Preview: It looks best to side with TEN CARAT HARRY, who won in comfortable fashion on his nursery debut at Newcastle. 
Having been eased down towards the finish, a 6lb rise might underestimate him. Green Dame struck the woodwork at 
Wolverhampton and is respected from the same mark, while Noble Vow and the class-dropping Lightning Polka could also be 
involved.

RAY MON DOUGH - BECCADELLI - SPACE INVASION

Race Preview: Beccadelli has shaped with promise on both of his racecourse appearances and can be expected to go well, 
especially given that experience, but a chance is taken on RAY MON DOUGH. Oliver Cole's colt, a 140,000gns yearling, is a half-
brother to Rockfel winner Spain Burg and won't need to be anything out of the ordinary. Space Invasion is also noted.

Foaled 5 Feb. A winner at 6f. Beaten 8l behind Division at 7-1 when 10th of 
13 on her latest outing at York over 6f (good) last month.

Foaled 20 Mar. Successful twice at 6f on the all-weather. A winner at 7-1 at 
Newcastle over 6f on his latest outing last month, beating Sioux Perfect by 1 
1/4l. Has also won at Wolverhampton this season.

Foaled 3 Apr. A winner at 6f. Beaten 12l behind Quiescent at 15-2 when last 
of 7 on her latest outing at Newmarket over 7f (good to firm) in September.

Foaled 20 Feb. Placed in three of four starts. Beaten a nose by Return Of 
The Gods when second of 9 at 9-4 on his latest outing at Wolverhampton 
over 6f last month.

Foaled 16 Feb. Placed once in six starts. Finished 1 3/4l behind Cashbox 
when fourth of 7 at 10-1 on his latest outing at Newmarket over 7f (good to 
firm) last month.

Foaled 25 Mar. Placed in three of four starts. Beaten 1/2l by Akabusi when 
second of 9 at 6-5fav on her latest outing at Wolverhampton over 6f last 
month.

Foaled 17 Apr. Half-brother to Dream Whisper, won at 6f. Unplaced in both 
starts. Finished 2l behind Enoch when fourth of 8 at 10-3 on his latest outing 
at Newmarket over 7f (good to firm) in September.

Foaled 24 Jan. Half-brother to Spain Burg, won four times between 5f and 7f 
including a Group 2 race.

Foaled 15 Apr. Half-brother to Government Call, won twice at 5f and 6f.

BELLA PERLA - ZARIELA - LADY OF ARABIA

Race Preview: BELLA PERLA was value for further than the winning margin when scoring over C&D last time, having not received 
the clearest of passages, and a 3lb rise from the handicapper appears unlikely to be an issue. Zariela returned to winning ways at 
Southwell and has to be a threat along with the consistent Lady Of Arabia, who has been knocking on the door recently.

JOIN THE MIDNITE MOVEMENT HANDICAP (CLASS 4) (3YO PLUS) (FROM LINGFIELD RACE 5)

THE THAMES BOATMAN - FORAGER - CLEARPOINT

Race Preview: Forager benefited from being allowed to dominate proceedings over C&D last month. She is entitled to respect, but 
the combination of a 6lb rise and potential pressure on the front end is enough to look elsewhere. Clearpoint won here in September 
when using similar tactics to get the better of THE THAMES BOATMAN. However, the latter might be the one to take advantage on 
this occasion if they go too quick in the early stages.

Foaled 31 Jan. Dam a lightly raced maiden.

Foaled 23 May. Half-sister to Epsom Faithfull, won eight times between 6f 
and 1m 2f. Unplaced in both starts. Well beaten at 300-1 behind Tarot when 
last of 9 on her latest outing at Kempton over 6f last month.

Winner of six races from 1m to 1m 4f including 3 wins on polytrack; has also 
won a hurdle. Beaten 10l behind God Of War at 66-1 when last of 11 on her 
latest outing at Sandown over 7f (soft) in August.

A winner at 7f on polytrack. Finished 8l behind Naga when sixth of 8 at 18-1 
on her latest outing at Newmarket over 1m (good) last month.

Successful at 7f and 1m on the all-weather (1 PO). A winner at 4-1 over this 
course and distance on her latest outing last month, beating North View by a 
neck. Has also won at Southwell this season.

Winner of six races from 1m to 1m 2f including 5 wins on the all-weather (3 
PO). Third of 8 behind Mollie Foster beaten 1 3/4l at 9-2 on her latest outing 
at Southwell over 1m last month.

She has won three times at 1m including 2 wins on the all-weather (1 PO). A 
winner at 14-1 at Southwell over 1m on her latest outing last month, beating 
Liberty Bird by a neck. Has also won at Yarmouth this season.

Winner of five races from 5f to 6f including 4 wins on the all-weather (2 PO). 
A winner at 9-1 over this course and distance on his latest outing in 
September, beating The Thames Boatman by 1 1/4l.

He has won three times at 5f including a win on the all-weather. Beaten 1l by 
King Of Light when second of 10 at 4-1fav on his latest outing at Haydock 
over 5f (good to soft) in September.

She has won four times at 5f including a win on polytrack. A winner at 6-1 
over this course and distance on her latest outing last month, beating Gold 
Star Hero by 1 1/2l. Has won 3 times this season.

Placed once in four starts. Third of 9 behind Queensland Boy beaten 5l at 12-
1 on his latest outing over this course and distance in May.

Has won eight races from 1m 2f to 2m including 7 wins on polytrack. Beaten 
2 3/4l by Rupert The Prince when second of 12 at 100-1 on his latest outing 
at Bath over 2m 1f (good to soft) last month.

Unplaced in all three starts. Well beaten at 250-1 behind Bahadur when sixth 
of 9 on her latest outing at Kempton over 1m 4f last month.

Winner of six races from 5f to 6f on the all-weather (4 PO). Finished 5l 
behind Evening Saigon when fifth of 9 at 13-2 on his latest outing at 
Chelmsford City over 6f last month.

A winner at 5f. Beaten 12l behind Diligently at 28-1 when last of 8 on his 
latest outing at Windsor over 6f (good to firm) in August.

A winner at 5f. Third of 8 behind Forager beaten 1 3/4l at 16-1 on his latest 
outing over this course and distance last month.

He has won three times at 5f including 2 wins on the all-weather (1 PO). 
Beaten 1/2l by Lipsink when second of 11 at 11-2 on his latest outing at 
Kempton over 6f last month.

Successful at 1m 4f and 1m 5f on polytrack. Won on her latest outing when 
11-10fav at Chelmsford City over 1m 5f last month, beating Cloaks Of Gold 
by a short head. Carries a 6lb penalty today for that success. Has also won at 
Lingfield this season.

He has won three times at 1m 6f including 2 wins on the all-weather. Third of 
6 behind Golden Garden beaten 6l at 15-8 on his latest outing at 
Wolverhampton over 1m 6f in September.

He has won three times from 1m 2f to 1m 4f including 2 wins on polytrack. 
Third of 11 behind Izakaya beaten 1 1/4l at 33-1 on his latest outing at 
Newbury over 2m (soft) last month.

Race Preview: TIGHTLY BOUND showed signs of improvement when fourth on her handicap bow at Leicester last week and the 
rise in trip should be in her favour based on that display. Kevano Breeze stepped forward to finish third here in May and is capable 
of being in the mix. Cardinal Point is respected under a 6lb penalty after winning at Chelmsford, while Daaris and Imperial Cult are 
others with solid credentials.

Race Preview: Having backed up a first turf victory at Brighton with a narrow defeat over C&D, Rainbow Sign merits plenty of 
respect in his current mood. Although a further 1lb rise in the ratings shouldn't prevent another bold display, ARTHUR ROSE is 
potentially better treated. Brian Toomey's filly offered plenty to work with on her second-placed stable bow at Chelmsford and any 

 improvement couldsee her collect. Boujee Gold is the pick of the remainder.

She has won three times from 1m to 1m 1f including 2 wins on the all-
weather. Third of 8 behind Night Arc beaten 4l at 14-1 on her latest outing at 
Wolverhampton over 1m 1f last month.

He has won three times from 7f to 1m including 2 wins on polytrack. Beaten a 
short head by Borderline Madness when second of 10 at 9-1 on his latest 
outing over this course and distance in September.

Placed once in 15 starts. Beaten a head by Cinderella Man when second of 8 
at 4-1 on her latest outing at Chelmsford City over 1m last month, her only 
placing from 15 starts.

Full brother to M M Nebula, won at 1m.

Winner of six races from 1m to 1m 2f on the all-weather (5 PO). Finished 2 
1/2l behind Sir Laurence Graff when fifth of 12 at 28-1 on her latest outing 
here over 1m 2f last month.
