Unplaced in all six starts. Beaten 7l behind Dandy Khan at 80-1 when eighth 
of 10 on her latest outing at Lingfield over 1m in December last year.

Unplaced in both starts. Finished 7l behind Fifty Sent when fifth of 8 at 18-1 
on his latest outing at Ffos Las over 1m (soft) in August last year.

Has won nine races from 5f to 6f including 2 wins on the all-weather (1 PO).

DASH POWER - EYE OF THE WATER - MISHY'S STAR

Race Preview: This isn't the deepest race and it might pay to side with DASH POWER. As is par for the course in events of this 
type, it is hard to put maximum faith in any. However, this gelding hit the woodwork over an extended mile here on his penultimate 
start and may appreciate an ease in class. Eye Of The Water has been running with credit lately and is one of the more appealing 
options. The lightly-raced Mishy's Star has fewer blemishes than many.

KODEBREAKER - EVOLUIR - AMERICAN ROSE

Race Preview: KODEBREAKER didn't see out the mile at Southwell last time but he finished a creditable second over C&D on his 
previous start. Michael Herrington's gelding drops into classified company for the first time since August and that, coupled with 
having a strong chance at the weights, could allow him to record an overdue success. Evoluir is noted, while American Rose also 
warrants closer inspection.

1/2l behind Mount Ruapehu at 5-1 when seventh of 14 on his latest outing at 
Newcastle over 6f in December last year.

The Charlie Johnston-trained colt is open to more progression than the 90-
rated Abando, who was highly tried during his time in Germany but looks flattered by that rating based on his two starts for his 
current yard. Poor Relation and Daddy Chill complete the shortlist.
