Quadrillion chased home the Greenham winner Alparslan at Leicester 
when last seen in August and should be a real force on her return, while Starlight Lass and Shushu are others to consider.

Race Preview: Quite a few of these have questions to answer and with that in mind, only a tentative vote can go to PENNINE WAY. 
Jack Channon's filly showed signs of promise in novice/maiden company, most recently on her return at Catterick, and may be 
capable of better now pitched into handicaps from an opening mark of 60. White Ladder is an obvious candidate having hit the 
frame at Salisbury latest. Although below-par on her turf debut at Windsor, Accommodation does represent last year's winning 
stable and is worth another chance.
