Smart newcomer and watch the betting odds.
1000m suits on paper, but only recent run was 8th of 9 in Class 6; needs clear improvement to
feature this race.

Having first start and watch for betting support.

1200m suits with recent 2nd in Class 6 on 31 May indicating progress; returns to same distance
and class, genuine Top 3 claims.
1200m Class 6 race looks suitable; recent 1400m and 1200m runs fair without a Top 3, so needs
improvement to feature.
1200m suits on paper, but recent 11th in Class 6 over this trip suggests needs clear
improvement to feature in this race.
1200m Handicap suits trip, though recent Class 6 runs were well beaten; needs sharp
improvement but may benefit from race fitness.

1300m Class 6 race suits on distance, with the 2nd over 1300m on 15 February showing
potential if improving sharply on recent runs.
1300m Class 6 race suits after recent 3rd over this trip on 6 June; consistent Class 6 1200m
efforts suggest competitive prospects.
1300m Class 6 race suits on recent 1400m Top 3 efforts; needs to lift slightly on fifth over
1400m on 31 May.
1000m run on 30 May in Class 6 was below par; stretches to 1300m here and needs
improvement but class remains suitable.

1200m Class 5 race suits recent 1st over 1200m on 24 May; rises from Class 6 but strong win
suggests competitiveness.
1200m suits after 1300m Class 6 win on 7 June; drop to Class 5 suggests competitiveness, with
recent Top 3 form encouraging.

1200–1300m form reads well; 1300m Class 5 5th on 3 May solid and prior 1200m Class 6 win
suggests competitiveness.
1300m Class 5 race suits; recent 1300m Class 6 Top 3 finishes suggest competitiveness
dropping in class, with slight improvement enough to feature.
1300m race suits after close 2nd over 1400m on 7 June; consistent Top 3 Class 5/6 form
suggests competitive showing.
1300m suits on previous efforts, but recent Class 5 runs around 1200–1400m outside the Top 3
suggest meaningful improvement is required.

1200m Class 4 race suits with repeated 2nd over this trip; recent Top 3 finishes suggest another
competitive showing is possible.
1200m Class 4 race suits; recent 1st and 3rd over this trip suggest strong affinity, and similar
class conditions look favourable again.
1200m suits with recent 1st and 2nd in Class 4; strong sprint form suggests another forward
showing if maintaining that standard.
1200m Class 4 race suits, with multiple recent Top 3 finishes at the trip; latest run below earlier
form but improvement feasible.

1800m Class 4 race suits, with 1st over this trip on 30 May and solid 1700m Class 5 win
suggesting further progress possible.
1800m Class 4 race suits, with recent 1700m Class 4 2nd placings and a prior 1800m Class 5 win
suggesting strong prospects.
1800m suits with two wins and a 3rd this year; rises from Class 5/6 to Class 4 and should
remain competitive.
Mr.Cara 1800m suits with two Class 5 wins this year; rises to Class 4 but recent Top 3 form
suggests competitiveness if progressing further.

1600m Class 3 race suits a strong 1400m Top 3 record; proven winner in lower class, now
stepping up and should measure up.

1600m 3YO race suits previous 1600m Class 4 win and multiple 3rd placings; recent 1400m run
fair and needs improvement back up in class.

1400m suits after 1400m and 1300m wins in lower class; recent 1200m 3rd suggests form to
handle this Class 4 rise.
1400m suits with a 3rd and win at this trip; recent 1300m 4th solid. Back to Class 4, competitive
showing possible.
1400m Class 4 race suits after a close 2nd over this track and trip; recent 1200m run fair, slight
class rise from Class 5 win.
1400m class suits with two recent 2nd placings; consistent Top 3 form this year suggests
another competitive run in this Class 4 race.

1400m suits with two recent wins, including 1st in Class 2 on 24 May; back to this distance again
and holds solid class credentials.
1400m suits with two 1st at the trip; proven up to 1600m. Steps into Class 2 and needs
improvement on 23 May run.
1400m Class 2 race suits previous 1st at the trip; recent 10th on 24 May suggests improvement
needed but earlier Top 3 encouraging.
1400m suits with multiple recent Top 3 efforts, including a 1st on 6 June; rises to Class 2 and
still profiles competitively.
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
