1300m Handicap suits after 2nd and 3rd over similar trips; consistent Class 6 efforts suggest
another competitive run if pace suits.
1300m Handicap looks suitable after solid 1200m Class 6 efforts, including a 2nd on 2 March;
recent run suggests minor improvement needed.
1300m suits with a recent 2nd on 29 March; earlier Class 6 efforts were modest, so needs
improvement to feature again.
1300m Handicap suits on past runs, though recent Class 6 efforts have been plain; needs
improvement but may finish closer here.

1400m Class 5 race suits progressing sprinter; strong 1200m Class 6 Top 3 record, including
recent 1st, suggests upward move in class feasible.
1400m suits after 1st over 1400m on 3 May; up to Class 5 now, but recent Top 3 effort suggests
further progress possible.
1400m suits with several recent Top 3 finishes; Class 5 rise from Class 6 win on 22 March
suggests competitive claims with minor improvement.
