STOMPING GROUND Trials (1:0-0-1). Prepared with a 800m barrier trial at Caulfield Heath on 2 Oct. Betting
may tell the tale.

LEOPARD SHARK Got back and wasn't totally disgraced at Caulfield at her second race start. Fancy the
extra trip will suit. Back in easier affair. Highly rated in this line-up.

LIFT NET Trials (1:0-0-0). Prepared with a 1000m barrier trial at Geelong on 27 Jan. This looks
suitable.

SILENT GRIT Beaten but by no means disgraced in debut 2.9 lengths 5th at Caulfield at $31. Better for
experience. Looking for this trip now. May need some more racing.

CAPTAIN BLOOD Trials (2:0-0-1). Unplaced in latest trial but has shown some ability in his previous trial

work. Craig Williams sticks from latest trial. Look for market support.

RACE2  3:15PM | $40,000 | PAKENHAM | 2500m
TSITSIPAS Handy stayer. Won a 2400m Benchmark 62 at Mornington two back. Made running in

small field but gave away in drive 4 lengths 4th at Sandown-Hillside. Makes strong ap-
peal.

DUKE OF HASTINGS Fresh. Never sighted when 7.9 lengths 9th at Momington. Experienced rider replaces
apprentice. Usually gets back.

Il MADAME LEXIS Ran on soundly into third in the small field this venue at this distance. Form good enough
for this.

AMAWASHA Finished out the back at Flemington when blew in the market. Win wouldn’t shock.

DIAMOND FLASH ONE Dominated the race this track at this trip. Top three chance.

RACE3  3:45PM | $45,000 | PAKENHAM | 2500m

IE] FEDORA Settled handy and responded well to fill the minors at Moe. First try at 2500m. Has
claims.

IEJ RAPIDO RIVER Was hopeless at Moe at first run for new trainer. Each-way.

DIGGERS AIM On a quick back-up. Settled back and didn't figure in second run from spell in the Mdn
Plate at Sale. Should appreciate stepping up in distance. Can challenge.

ﬂ CHATEAU DANCER Wins are proving elusive but does look well placed. Better signs this campaign. Ran on
soundly into second in the small field at Moe. This looks a nice race for the mare.

PHOENICIAN Form fair. Left in winner's wake but ran on soundly for 3 lengths third in the small field

at Moe. Very fit and among the dangers.

RACEA  4:15PM | $65,000 | PAKENHAM | 1200m

GENERAL BLU Bold debut effort when just shaded by winner at Geelong 20 Jan at $9. Will be improved.
Better draw here. This looks very winnable.

Il MAHERSHALA First starter by Per Incanto and out of the Fusaichi Pegasus mare Celeris. Not seen at
barrier trials. Bears close watching.

n SPARKLING LUCK Kicks off second campaign (18-weeks). Can build on that foundation. Big watch.

BURLEIGH Form reasonable. Couldn't get near winner but found enough for the minors at Geelong.
Each-way.

DAMA ROYALE Lightly raced Royal Meeting 3yo showing potential. No match but still very brave in

defeat in 3yo Mdn Plate over 1000 at Cranbourne at her second race start. Scope for
improvement. Can play a role.
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RACES 4:45PM | $65,000 | PAKENHAM | 1400m

CELESTRA Placed two of her three career outings at this level. Unhurried early before letting down
with some conviction at Geelong at second run back. Scope for improvement. More
suitable draw.

TEN WARRIORS Finished in hot pursuit here. This looks within his reach.

| SAID SO Been thereabouts. Improvement noted this campaign. Prominent and went down fighting
in the Maiden company here. Nice gate.

BERLEMONT Trials (1:0-0-0). Prepared with a 1000m barrier trial at Caulfield Heath on 29 Jan. Drawn
well for first assignment. Market may prove best guide to expectations.

RICH KING Will have derived experience from his only other run at Cranbourne when seemingly

unfancied 22 Jan. Can fill the minors here.

RACEG  5:15PM | $40,000 | PAKENHAM | 1400m

ATTAIN Puts in every start. Ran on soundly into second in the small field at Cranbourne at last
start this journey. Shown can handle the wet here and performs well at home. Good gate
and races well at home.

MOUNT SABYINYO Led from go to whoa delivering a dominant performance and victory at Cranbourne in
only his second race appearance. Nice gate. This looks very winnable.

FACTCHECK Freshened after resuming from a break. Wasn't beaten far at Seymour at first run for new
trainer. Among the dangers.

MR EPOZINO Left a good impression with narrow debut win at Seymour 15 Jan. Each-way.

MILITARY BASE Warmed up nicely late at Geelong at his second race start. Hard to warm to.

KA YING CHEER First-up (35-weeks). Ex P C Ng in Hong Kong. Long time since last saluted. Tuned up
with a couple of trials and has placed first-up.

IEl  SUSSEX DUCHESS Rounded them up smartly in the small field at Geelong when off an extended spell. Will
be fitter second-up. John Allen retains the ride. Breaks from a low barrier.

Il SIDELINE Not disgraced this track at first run off a long break. Can figure in the finish.

AXIOM Kicks off second campaign (20-weeks). Winner at Moe in his first prep. Each-way.

ASTARI Sent forward, outgunned late but kept on for second 3yo+ (Bm62) at Geelong. Worth a
look.

RACE8 6:15PM | $40,000 | PAKENHAM | 1200m

MARLION’S DREAM Resuming (22-weeks). Handy fresh horse and proven here. Form sound at this course
and journey and has a great record under Damian Lane here. Among the dangers fresh
in this line-up.

ROYAL RENDEZVOUS Set tempo and surrendered late at Sandown-Hillside last outing. Breaks from a low
barrier. Rates highly.

ﬂ BLUE HAWAIIAN First-up (19-weeks). Lone career win was at Cranbourne in last campaign. Always
competitive fresh and has placed over this route. Can lead or take a sit.

ROSE DE VELLOR Freshened after resuming from a break. Lightly raced 4yo with share of ability. In touch

but couldn’t find anything when pressured finishing 4.8 lengths 8th at Flemington. Ticks
the track and distance win box.

SUPIDO’S CHOICE Freshened after resuming from a break. Failed to run on in the small field at Sale at first
run for new trainer. Will be fitter second-up. One for exotics.
