the extra trip will suit. Can get the job done.

	 	 1	 BORN SURVIVOR Ran home into the minors 3yo+ Mdn Plate at Cranbourne over this distance. Can make 
his presence felt.

	 	 4	 WAVENDON No threat to winner but ran on for the minors at Werribee second-up when blew like a 
gale in the betting. Each-way.
