	 	 9	 SICILIAN PRINCESS Resuming (17-weeks). Went close at Balaklava two back. Recent trial win at Murray 

Bridge Gh suggests ready to go. Good gate.

	 	 5	 BASSETT BABE Trials (1:1-0-0). Wootton Bassett filly who advertised ability with an effortless Gawler win, 
6 Jan. Ms T Johnstone sticks for debut. Drawn well for first assignment.

	 	 3	 UPTOWN MONK Trials (1:0-0-0). Prepared with a 1000m barrier trial at Gawler on 6 Jan. Kayla Crowther 
sticks from latest trial. Look for betting support.

	 	 4	 WOODSTOCK Set for second campaign. Will have furnished and strengthened over the spell 
(50-weeks). Slotted mid-field and safely contained at Morphettville on debut 8 Feb. Will 
only be improved and should have more to offer.

One for exotics fresh in 
this affair.

	 	 3	 LOUD CHARLIE Better for his encouraging 1.5 lengths third at Terang at first race appearance. Right in 
the mix.

	 	 5	 THE BENCHMARK Promising debut 0.8 lengths second at Pakenham 9 Jan as an odds drifter. Subject to 
improvement. Better draw here. Worth a look.
