	 	14	 BILLIE BRONX Steps out for third run new stable/region.  Won a 1200m Benchmark 56 at Warrnambool 
two back. Never a threat after showing no early speed from the barriers at Kyneton 
second-up. Experienced rider replaces apprentice.

	 	 7	 KISS MY ROCK Resuming (18-weeks). One for multiples fresh in this company.
