If he gets his way in
front could prove hard to catch.

Previous winner in wet here and drawn to get all the favours. Form good enough for this.

Warmed up nicely late at Donald at first run for new trainer following a market drift. Nash
Rawiller is a significant booking and looks ready to peak second-up.

Dominant SP profile albeit in easier company. Sharper now and not out of this.
