Trailed leaders and battled to wire when up to its hocks in mud at Morphettville at first run for
new trainer. Better for those runs under the belt and open to improvement.

Let-up (83-days). Gave good sight at Oakbank 4 Apr. Worth a look fresh in this line-up.
Form sound so far on wet tracks this campaign. Solid debut placing 2yo+ Mdn at Mt Gambier
10 Jun. Handily placed and worked home soundly at Morphettville. Has a tricky draw to
contend with this time.
Let-up (48-days). Well back and never sighted at Balaklava when off an extended spell. Can
play a role.

Looks a handy type judging by early form. Courageous at Moe in only her second race
appearance. Scope for improvement.
Shown some ability. Winner packed too many punches but he kept on bravely at Donald. First
time synthetic. This looks very achievable.

First-up (21-weeks). Drawn to get a soft run but hope for exotics only fresh.
Ran on okay without troubling at Pakenham Synthetic. Comes back in trip a touch. Sharper now
and can make her presence felt with even luck.

Gave a sight on debut at Balaklava as a betting firmer 14 Jun. Better for the run. Looks a safer
place proposition.
Well held but far from disgraced on debut in soft going this course 13 Jun. Experience a
positive. Extra ground should favour. Should have more to offer.
4 weeks since last run. Shown promise in two runs. Handy, knuckled down with purpose in soft
going at Strathalbyn. Drawn to effect.
4 weeks since last run. Form to date sound. On speed, outgunned late but had enough in the
tank for second 2yo+ Mdn Plate at Strathalbyn. On pacer, perfect gate.

A win looks close. Ran on for the minors this track and over this trip at short odds. Second time
at 2100m suggest he is ready to peak.

Honest type. Prominent, showed plenty of ticker over this trip. Can make his presence felt with
even breaks.

Let-up (66-days). Ex Bjorn Baker in NSW. Trailed leaders and battled to wire at Newcastle over a
longer assignment. Since trialled at Murray Bridge Gh 15 Jun.
Great old stager. Set tempo, offered little resistance when challenged at Morphettville. Sticky
gate but has early pace. Form sound at this course and journey.
Mt Gambier Hcp (56) placegetter 10 Jun. Had all before him at turn and went home tamely at
Morphettville. Thrives in wet. Can show more here.
4 weeks since last run. Dropped out to last and never sighted at Strathalbyn at this distance.
Soft tick; heavy query. Could give some cheek at odds.

Outgunned but did
enough to place at Ballarat this trip. First time synthetic. Ready to let rip.
Far from disgraced on debut in sticky going at Ballarat when in the market. Better for it. Coming
back in distance. Major player.
Been supported at each run. On pace but folded up quickly at Cranbourne in only her second
race appearance. Can challenge.
Cost $14,000. Dam was unraced but both her foals to race are winners. Jumped out well on
Synthetic surface at Pakenham. Drawn deep but market watch advised.

Gave good account in choppy conditions Hcp (56) at Balaklava over a longer test. Soft tick;
heavy query. Switching to 1800m. Will take stopping in this company.
Freshened up since resuming. Ridden cold and never in the picture at Morphettville Parks when
off an extended spell. Placed only other time here. Among the dangers.
Fresh. Donkey-licked them at Mildura two back. Off pace but only battled home to cross the line
at Casterton. Capable of making an impact.
4 weeks since last run. Solid performance in defeat in the Hcp (58) at Strathalbyn. Coming back
in distance. Warrants attention.

Simply too good this course/ trip last time. Decent alley and has form on synthetic. Should
have more to come so she's shortlisted.
Went home tamely this trip at Pakenham Synthetic but form prior sound and drawn to get a
conservative run. Can feature.
First-up (14-weeks). Lone win last prep was in weaker setup at Towong. First time synthetic.
Watch betting.
Won in dominant fashion this venue at this journey. Outer barrier but has good gate speed. Zac
Moore retains the ride and takes a 3kg claim. Danger again.

Ridden back and never a factor this venue. Has some claims.
Trailed, clearly outgunned and flat to line at Balaklava as a market drifter. Nice gate. Can play a
role.
Never in the call at Balaklava at first run for new trainer. Will benefit from that run and takes a
3kg claim. A distance specialist. Capable of better here.
Solid run (Bm58) at Gawler 27 May. Did the donkey work then dropped anchor this track. Suited
back to provincial level. Drops to shorter trip.

Brave on-pace performance this track at this trip. Will take stopping in this company.
Cleared maiden ranks at Ararat 9 May. Went home just tamely at Pakenham Synthetic at $21.
Key contender if she gets the breaks.
Let-up (67-days). Failed to threaten at Pakenham over a longer assignment. First time
synthetic. Lost some spark lately but this not beyond her.
Raced midfield, couldn't match it but not disgraced this track at this distance. Very fit and can
play a role.

Balaklava Hcp (58) placegetter 14 Jun. Midfield, picked up solidly at Morphettville. Can make
her presence felt.

Safely held but not totally disgraced at Port Augusta. Proven in wet. Can challenge.

In touch, no match but did enough for a minor prize this track in Benchmark 56 company. Will
take stopping in this company.
Let-up (44-days). Failed to threaten at Ballarat at resumption as a betting firmer. Better draw
and down in class but it's a long way to the top.

Battled home okay this course at resumption. Fitter second-up. One for multiples.
Third outing for new trainer/ this region. Won R56 at Casterton two back then fav but went
backwards when the whips were cracking at Donald. Better at 1200m.

Kept fresh after resuming from long break. On pace but conceded late at Morphettville Parks at
first run for new trainer following a market drift. Leads, handy. Back to provincial level.
On target for hat-trick. Stuck tough, holding off challengers (Bm56) at Echuca at $5. Proven in
wet. Form sound this track and distance and big weights don't seem to worry him.
Fresh. Ran an honest race and not beaten far at Morphettville after speccing from $19 into $15.
Maps to get a sweet run. Prefer some cut in the track.
Freshened after returning from long lay-off. Rider found a forward spot at Morphettville Parks
but he put in a very lacklustre finish when off an extended spell. Drawn to receive every chance.
Right in the mix.

Went home just fairly at Pakenham Synthetic at $7. Getting fitter. Not out of this.
Latest attempt this journey when handy and acquitted himself fairly well this track. Major player
here.
Was a long way from the action in stronger company at Geelong. First run synthetic but a
distance specialist and not out of this.

Won from just off the pace-setters at Geelong. First time synthetic. Can again play a role.

Resuming (20-weeks). Last campaign produced a couple very smart wins. Just missed in
Maiden company at Morphettville first-up last campaign. Back to provincial level.
Not disgraced in rain affected going at Balaklava at first run for new trainer. Decent alley. Soft
tick; heavy query. Will be fitter second-up.
4 weeks since last run. Terrific effort when just shaded on a soft deck at Strathalbyn 8 Jun. Soft
proven; heavy unknown. Among the dangers again.

First-up (19-weeks). Metro winner. Drawn to effect. Handles soft; untested heavy.
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
