Trailed pace and ran on gamely at Bunbury in only her second race 
appearance. Should relish the rise in distance. Scope for improvement.

	 	 7	 BRADBURY’S MOMENT Worked on the speed and just missed in the 2yo+ Mdn at Pinjarra Scarpside. Could get 
into the placings.

	 	 8	 THE ROCKET Refused to shirk task in 2yo+ Mdn at Pinjarra Scarpside. Claiming apprentice engaged 
again. Has a tricky draw to contend with this time. Can be thereabouts.

Highly 
encouraging debut performance at Northam 28 Aug when in the market. Wiser for the 
experience. Only for wider exotics fresh in this company.

	 	 7	 SETAGAYA On pace but folded up quickly at Bunbury second-up. Drops to shorter trip. Can figure in 
the finish.

	 	 2	 JACKPOT BINGO On a tight rein and mowed them down late in 2yo+ Mdn at Pinjarra Scarpside in second 
run from spell. Rates highly.

	 	 6	 RISING FAME Freshened. Cleared maiden ranks at Bunbury 18 Dec. In touch but couldn’t find anything 
when pressured finishing 4.1 lengths 5th at Pinjarra. Drawn to get an economic trail.

	 	 9	 ZALI’S GIFT Form reasonable. Run down in the shadows after giving a good kick at Pinjarra 
Scarpside. Has gate speed. Deep into her campaign and right in the mix.

	 	 4	 BARNEY ROMMEL Wore them down late at Bunbury. Rough place prospect.

Determined winner at Bunbury first up when in 
the market. Claiming apprentice engaged again. Will be fitter second-up and takes a 3kg 
claim.

	 	 9	 YOUGIVEMECHILLS Resuming (24-weeks). Proven fresh. Drawn to get a conservative run and under less 
weight. Among the dangers fresh in this affair.

	 	 1	 IDYLLIC RULER First-up (20-weeks). Claiming apprentice engaged again. Speedy and gets 3kg off for 
Zephen Johnston-Porter, although expecting more pressure here.
