	 	 9	 SURFERS ROYALE Smart sprinter who likes to dominate up on the speed. Ranged up but punctured late at 
Doomben. Form sound this track and distance. Barrier a blow but possesses early toe.

	 	12	 FLOSS’S ONE First run this region for new stable. Got back and wasn’t totally disgraced at Taree. 
Betting watch advised at first run for new trainer.

Sat around mid-field and safely 
contained at Bunbury on debut when blew out in betting Jun 14. Good draw. Could get 
into the placings fresh in this affair.

Better for his encouraging 1.7 
lengths third at Pinjarra at first race appearance. Good gate.

Sent back (outside alley) and finished 
with a full head of steam in Class 1 company at Belmont Park. Drawn to effect.
