	 	 5	 ADORA DJON’S On a quick back-up. Last at turn, ran on late at Gold Coast at her second race start. 

Drawn to effect. Highly rated in this line-up.

	 	 1	 AREPRICE Trials (1:0-1-0). Better Than Ready colt makes first visit to the races off a 840m Eagle 
Farm trial placing, 6 Jan. Follow any betting leads.

	 	 6	 CINCHICATED Trials (1:1-0-0). S W Kendrick-trained 2yo filly facing starter for the first time and trial win 
suggests ready to go. Can make a winning debut.

	 	 8	 I’LLTELLYOUANYTIME Got the wobbles late after leading at Sunshine Coast 3 weeks back. Can show early 
speed. Each-way.

	 	 9	 NIFTY’S TREASURE Stepping out for only the second time after battling home at Toowoomba at blow-out 
odds 3 Jan. Expect will need more racing.

	 	 6	 TACITLY Lightly raced Wootton Bassett 3yo showing potential. Not disgraced at Randwick in only 

his second race appearance. Should relish the rise in distance. Makes a strong case in 
this company.

	 	 9	 PARADISE AS USUAL Just missed at Eagle Farm 12 Nov. Okay at latest when settled back. Usually gets back. 
Can fill the minors here.

	 	 8	 LITTLE MISS CLASSY Was hopeless at Ipswich in second run from spell. Should appreciate stepping up in 
distance. Can challenge.

	 	 3	 BATTUTA Not disgraced at Sunshine Coast. First try at 1630m. Can run a drum.

	 	14	 VOSTOKOVA On pace and courageous in defeat finishing only 1 length behind winner at Lismore at 
resumption. Will be fitter second-up. Only for wider exotics.

	 	14	 STEIN Written By filly who has displayed some early ability and extremely popular with punters 

at each outing. Up on the pace early and kept on courageously for second in the 3yo 
Mdn at Ipswich in only her second race appearance. Improver, fitter third-up. Make

	 	 2	 BOMBUS Returns for second campaign (44-weeks). Ex A S Cruz in Hong Kong. Tuned up with a 
couple of trials. Betting watch advised at first run for new trainer.

	 	 4	 LINWAR First-up (18-weeks). Trialed up super at Eagle Farm 6 Jan. Minor money hope at best 
fresh in this line-up.

	 	 7	 ANCIENT SCENT In the placings two of three runs to date. Set tempo and surrendered late but had enough 
in the tank for third in the Mdn Plate at Eagle Farm in second run from spell. One for 
multiples.

	 	 1	 RIGHTEOUS LEGEND Third run now in new stable/region. Strong SP profile. Sent forward, outgunned late but 
kept on for second Mdn at Beaudesert when off an extended spell. Will be fitter second-
up.

	 	 2	 MR BUBBALUSKI Resuming (39-weeks). Proven fresh and looks fit for return to racing.  Has run a number 

of good races at this track. Rates highly fresh in this affair.

	 	12	 ALL TOO FOXY Determined winner at Lismore. First time around Doomben. Just out of her maiden and 
facing tougher challenge here going to a Class 1. Place.

	 	15	 FINANCIALLY FAMOUS Freshened after resuming from a break. Well back and never a factor at Gold Coast 
at first run off a long break. Since trialled at Sunshine Coast Inner 6 Jan. Form good 
enough for this.

	 	10	 TIME OF MY LIFE Third outing for new trainer/ this region. Rode the speed and went down in head-bobber 
at Sunshine Coast. Has claims.

	 	13	 CASINO BAY Set for second campaign (42-weeks). Likely to have benefitted from the spell. Broke 
maiden at Toowoomba in her first preparation. Just missed at Toowoomba 1 Mar. Tuned 
up with a couple of trials and has placed first-up.

	 	 1	 BURNING BRIDGES Coming back in distance. Can play a role.

	 	 6	 DARYTE Trials (2:1-0-0). By Portland Sky and showed good improvement to win her latest trial at 
Belmont Park. W Pike sticks from latest trial. Drawn well for first assignment.

	 	 5	 KUTE AS KAN BE Let-up (70-days). Indicated early  potential. Led, gave away under pressure to cross the 
line 3 lengths 4th this track. Since trialled at Lark Hill 12 Jan.

	 	 8	 PERFUME PRINCESS Trials (1:0-0-1). By King’s Legacy and out of a Hinchinbrook Amelia’s Contraire. Gave 
good sight in only trial, good 4 Belmont Park. Has home track advantage. Well worth a 
look.

	 	 2	 TEXAN DREAM Kicks off second campaign (12-weeks). Needs the breaks. Minor money hope at best 
fresh in this company.

RACE 6 1:29 PM  |  $100,000  |  ASCOT  |  1500m
	 	 4	 NOTEWORTHY Got back and wasn’t totally disgraced this track over a longer assignment. Coming back 

in distance. Drawn favourably. Makes a strong case in this company.

	 	 2	 WITHOUT REG Experienced campaigner. Dominated the race at Pinjarra. Well placed for repeat.

	 	 5	 SILVER EYE On a quick back-up. Finished well to take the 2yo+ (Bm72+) over 1400m. Can go back to 
back.

	 	 1	 BRUCE ALMIGHTY Seasoned performer. Sent forward and boxed on bravely in the small field for 1 length 
second at Pinjarra. Reserves best for home track. Has gate speed and races well at 
home.

	 	 3	 RIVER RUBICON Last win was 25 Feb 2024. No match when 3.7 lengths 5th in the small field at Pinjarra. 
Good enough to figure.

	 	 6	 GUARD THE MULLAH First-up (18-weeks). Form mediocre across two preps. Class drop helps. Bold first-up 

showing anticipated.

	 	 8	 SOCIAL ASPECT Set for second campaign (24-weeks). Likely to have benefitted from the spell. Ex Daniel 
O’Connor. Trained here now. Patiently handled and safely contained at Belmont Park on 
debut when a noted market drifter 30 Jul. Down in class.

	 	 1	 I HAD A DREAM Just missed at Esperance 27 Dec. Established lead in this track Maiden, stuck to task 
and only denied late. Breaks from a low barrier. Can challenge.

	 	 3	 VERVAIN Back to the track for second campaign (30-weeks). Placed two of his three career 
outings at this level. Just missed at Kalgoorlie 1 Jun. Key player fresh in this line-up.

	 	 7	 PANCHO’S PLACE Settled close and ran an honest race here over a longer test. Drops to shorter trip. 
Claiming apprentice engaged again. Locally trained but needs the breaks this time.

	 	 6	 OUR PALADIN AL Honest customer. Off pace, hit line forcefully to place second this track. Should 

appreciate stepping up in distance and gets 3kg off for Holly Nottle. Major player.

	 	 3	 FLY WITH CAUTION Wasn’t beaten far this track at second run back. Should appreciate stepping up in 
distance. Fitter for those two runs and ready to show best. Warrants attention.

	 	 2	 ARCADIA PARK In close proximity when battled home for 6th this venue at first run off a long break. Fitter 
second-up. Worth a look.

	 	 7	 BATTLE COMMANDER Led and held sway to win here. Good gate speed, soft draw. Stays under strong notice 
for this.

	 	 5	 OUR NEMESIS Dictated terms in recording a gritty 0.4 length win in the 3yo+ Hcp (C5) at Pinjarra. 
Unexposed at trip. Each-way.
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RACE 9 2:26 PM  |  $18,500  |  ESPERANCE  |  1300m
	 	 6	 DESERT MADAME First-up (15-weeks). Ex D & B Pearce. Trained here now. Can lead or take a sit. Worth 

a look fresh in this company.

	 	 2	 SECRET INTENT First-up (22-weeks). Ex T Triscari. Trained here now. Expecting a prominent showing 
fresh in this line-up.

	 	10	 ARCTIC FOX Shown patches of ability. Brave effort in busy finish this venue. Among the dangers.

	 	 5	 WRITTEN SIN Handily placed and worked home soundly this venue over a longer assignment. 
Switching to 1300m. Decent alley. Has a few runs under her belt this campaign and can 
fill the minors here.

	 	11	 GOLDEN OPERA Just missed at Esperance 13 Dec. Well back and never a factor this venue. Can play a 
role.

RACE 10 2:50 PM  |  $80,000  |  ASCOT  |  1200m
	 	 1	 PLAYIN’IT SWEET Terrific filly who is very well-treated under race conditions against her own age with the 

claim. Looks the winner.

	 	 7	 SHE’S HOT Just got home to break her maiden. Needs to improve here, but she does have upside.

	 	 8	 I’M GENEVIEVE Back to the track for second campaign (20-weeks). Comes from a different formline. 
Both runs in the wet. Respect.

	 	 2	 OUR NAUGHTY SECRET Racing consistently. Better draw here. Solid place claims.

	 	 3	 PLAYING FREE Back to the track for second campaign (19-weeks). Rates a risky proposition.

RACE 11 3:29 PM  |  $40,000  |  ASCOT  |  1400m
	 	 5	 DESERT DANCING A win looks close. Snagged back and last at 400m before letting down late to just when 

4th here. Form good enough for this.

	 	 1	 STREET BAND Ran on soundly for 5th at $26 after settling midfield in transit here. Claiming apprentice 
engaged again. Nice gate. Right in the mix.

	 	 8	 SOLDIER OF GOD Warming into it late at Pinjarra 2nd-up. Fitter for those two runs, and drawn to get a 
conservative run with less weight.

	 	 4	 HELLUVA GODDESS Useful mare racing well, but needs to handle the 1400m and tricky gate. Chance.

	 	 6	 LATER ALLIGATOR Surprised many when flew home to record a 0.6 length victory this venue 1st up. 
Whether he can repeat is the question.

RACE 12 4:00 PM  |  $80,000  |  ASCOT  |  1200m
	 	 1	 SUPERNATURAL Form is hard to fault. Flew home to record a 0.8 length victory at Albany. Racing style 

needs luck, and loses Pike. Include.

	 	 8	 HEY PINO Talented 5yo hasn’t had much of late. Hopefully can sit closer from good gate. Don’t 
underestimate.

	 	 2	 SONOFTHEBOSS On a quick back-up. Picked up strongly from back half to fill the minors this venue. 
Drawn to receive every chance.

	 	 3	 FANCY RED Returns for 2nd campaign (25-weeks). Very talented mare has had one quiet trial. Pike 
on. Market the only guide.

	 	 5	 ASIF Resuming (42-weeks). Ex Aaron Bain & Ned Taylor in SA. Overseas horse has covered 
a lot of ground. Market.
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RACE 14 5:00 PM  |  $60,000  |  ASCOT  |  1800m
	 	 1	 TERRITORY MAN Got back and hit line with a full head of steam here. Extra ground looks fine. Hard to 

beat.

	 	 8	 SWEET SURRENDER Went close at Ascot two back, then wore them down late at Geraldton. Mare has upside. 
Can be thereabouts.

	 	 3	 FOREVER DREAMING On a quick back-up. Very game here to just miss the major prize at $4.40. Can play a 
role here if runs it out.

	 	10	 GLANCED Void of early speed but she let down strongly into the placings in Class 3 company at 
Bunbury. Can play a role.

	 	 6	 INVINCIBLE THIEF Went down fighting in the small field at Geraldton. Mixing distances effectively. Can 
compete again.

	 	 6	 TWISTED STEEL Let-up (63-days). Talented 3yo taking on the older horses. Needs luck from tricky gate, 

but has the ability.

	 	 5	 NICCIMOTA Good effort running into 3rd (Rs1mw) here first up. Strips fitter second run back and 
makes a strong case in this company.

	 	13	 ANABALLISTIC Gave good account when 1 length 5th here at this distance as an odds drifter. Good 
gate. Each-way.

	 	 2	 SANTANOVA Last at turn, ran on late this venue over this distance. Pike goes back on. Key player with 
a bit of luck.

	 	 7	 ART OF SABRAGE Resuming (31-weeks). Ex Simon Miller. Best a bit deeper in campaign these days, so 
wait until he shows something.

RACE 13 4:30 PM  |  $80,000  |  ASCOT  |  1500m
	 	 4	 BOLD HERO Battled home okay here when off an extended spell. Gets CJP and unbeaten second-up. 

Can challenge.

	 	 3	 SOLDANELLE Fresh. Wore them down late this venue. Up in class here, but looks hard to beat again.

	 	 2	 DENNIS CHOUX Closed with big strides for second (Bm66+) this track when off a solid spell. Strips 
trimmer and effective 2nd-up. Rates highly.

	 	 5	 CAMERA ACTION Last at turn, ran on late here in second run from spell. Can play a role with some luck.
