Has two minor placings from two runs this preparation. Has struggled to break through and
others are preferred this time.

Found one
better most recently as favourite over 1400m at Northam. Going well and looks the testing
material.

Found the line strongly last time over 1600m at Northam, <nishing <fth. Ready to peak after four
runs back and is a winning chance.

99 REEL SAFE
Finished mid<eld last start at Northam over 1300m, beaten 4.5 lengths. Taking on this longer
journey for the first time.
