Resuming (26-weeks). Could spring a surprise fresh in this affair.
Resuming (18-weeks). Has performed well previously first-up without winning while sharpened
for return with 1 trial wins. Can lead or take a sit. Sound stats this venue.
Fresh. On pace but soon under pressure and he knocked up badly at Ascot in second run from
spell. Leads, handy. Could pop up at fair odds.

Shown promise in limited runs. Led from pillar to near the post in the 3yo Mdn at Northam. On
pacer, perfect gate. Coming back slightly in distance.
A very soft debut performance at Ascot when drifting in the betting 29 Apr. Comes back in trip a
touch. Hope for exotics only.
Back to the track for second campaign (21-weeks). Form sound last campaign. Placed at
Northam first-up last campaign while tuned with 2 trials. Drawn favourably.

First-up (20-weeks). Modest stats but thereabouts at times. Not out of this fresh in this line-up.

First-up (12-weeks). Worth a look.
Resuming (23-weeks). Ex S J Wolfe in WA. Form sound last campaign. Just missed in Open
company at Belmont Park first-up last campaign while tuned with 2 trials.
Back for second campaign (21-weeks). Will have furnished. Drawn to effect. Has some claims
fresh in this company.
On a quick back-up. Third run now in new stable/region. Handy but gave away tamely on a bog
track at Albany in second run from spell. Reverts to slightly shorter trip.

Led, held on desperately to win at Ascot 6 May. Has early speed. Stays under strong notice for
this.
Close up in sound performance 3yo Hcp at Ascot at last start this journey. Fit from racing and
can make her presence felt.
Cleared maiden ranks at Pinjarra 22 Mar. Not disgraced in 2yo+ Hcp (C1) at Ascot over this
distance at $5. Drawn more favourably. Very fit and worth a look.
Resuming (24-weeks). Placed at Belmont Park first-up last campaign while indicating was
forward winning a Ascot trial. Form sound at this course and journey. Highly fancied for a
winning return.

Returns for second campaign (19-weeks). Winner at Pinjarra in her first prep. Placed at Ascot
first-up last campaign while she didn't do much in latest trial. Expecting a prominent showing
fresh in this line-up.

Midfield and worked home solidly at Pinjarra Scarpside over this distance. One for exotics.
In touch, no match but did enough for a minor prize at Ascot in Class 1 company. Capable of
making an impact.
Set for second campaign (27-weeks). Strengthened up. Made immediate impact on the track
with a convincing win this venue 12 Nov. Can again play a role fresh in this company with even
luck.

Capable of figuring again with
even luck.

Showed fighting qualities to win the 3yo+ Mdn at Northam. Lucy Fiore retains the ride. Worth a
look.
