RACE 2:

He has won three times from 1m 1f to 1m 4f on ground varying from good to 

soft; has also won two hurdles. Beaten 10l behind Jungle Mac at 100-1 when 

seventh of 8 on his latest outing at Newmarket over 1m (good to firm) last 

month.

Winner of seven races from 1m 2f to 1m 6f on good to firm and good ground 

and on the all-weather, but last win was over two years ago; has also won 

two hurdles. Finished 3 1/2l behind Crescent Lake when fifth of 10 at 14-1 on 

his latest flat outing at Goodwood over 1m 6f (good to firm) in June last year.

He has won four times from 7f to 1m 6f on good to firm and good to soft 

ground. Finished 7l behind Cock And Bull when sixth of 9 at 9-2 on his latest 

outing at Sandown over 1m 6f (good) last month. Has won 3 times this 

season.

Placed in four of eight starts. Third of 9 behind Expressionless beaten 1l at 9-

2 on his latest outing at Yarmouth over 1m 6f (good to firm) last month.

A winner at 1m 4f on good to soft ground. Finished 8l behind Gordon Grey 

when sixth of 11 at 11-1 on his latest outing at Epsom over 1m 4f (good) last 

month.

A winner at 1m 4f on the all-weather, but that win was over two years ago; 

has also won a hurdle in November last year. Finished 8l behind Hedonista 

when fifth of 8 at 17-2 on his latest flat outing at Kempton over 2m in 

September last year.

Race Preview: BOLDLY kept on to dead-heat for third in a warm contest at Yarmouth recently and while a few of his rivals arrive 

with something to prove, a similar display could see him land the spoils. Taritino failed to fire at Sandown last month but he remains 

in good heart and must be considered along with Cubana Habana, who has been running to a consistent level since returning in 

May.

BOLD IMPACT - BOUBYAN - STARK WARNING

Race Preview: There are a handful of unraced prospects to be interested in, including Churchill colt Boubyan and Stark Warning, 

who was picked up for 75,000gns earlier this year and looks set to appreciate this initial test of stamina. It is the latter's stablemate, 

BOLD IMPACT that shades preference though. Third in a warm novice at Newmarket on his debut, it was a shade disappointing 

that he couldn't score next time. However, he has shaped as if in need of a step up in trip and he can break the maiden now that he 

is afforded one. 

A winner at 1m on good to soft ground, but that win was over two years ago. 

Third of 6 behind Walter Hartright beaten 4l at 4-1 on his latest outing at 

Chepstow over 1m 4f (good to soft) last month.

Successful at 1m 4f and 1m 6f on the all-weather, but last win was over two 

years ago. Third of 7 behind Warmonger beaten 3 1/2l at 11-1 on his latest 

outing at Lingfield over 2m (soft) last month.

She has won four times from 1m 2f to 1m 6f on ground varying from good to 

firm to good to soft and on the all-weather. Beaten 9l behind Flatley at 18-1 

when eighth of 12 on her latest outing at Newbury over 1m 2f (good to firm) 

last month.
