It was only a neck and a short-head that separated Lower Street (first) and LA HULOTTE (third) when 

they met at Kempton in November and it is the latter who is fancied to come out on top here 

courtesy of an 8lb pull at the weights. Andrew Balding's mare will likely appreciate this step back up 

in trip and the five-year-old is preferred to the consistent Engrave, who has only once been outside 

the first two in her last five outings.

Oud Metha Bridge and the capable Clipsham Tiger. A nose separated Cusack (first) and Masqool

Sensible at 40-1 when 12th of 14 on her latest outing over this course and distance in December last 

year. 

4 ETERNAL LIGHT    Placed once in four starts. Third of 13 behind 

Capricious beaten 2 1/2l at 14-1 on her latest outing at Wolverhampton over 1m 1f in December last 

year. 

5 LENNY'S SPIRIT    A winner at 7f. Beaten 1 1/2l by Capricious when 

second of 13 at 7-4fav on his latest outing at Wolverhampton over 1m 1f in December last year. 

6 MASQOOL    A winner at 1m on the all-weather. Finished 5l

That may be enough to claim the spoils here as she looks to 

fend off the challenge of French recruit Albayaader and Dark Enchantment, who ran with credit on 

her racecourse bow. Of the newcomers, Naasma stands out with her dam having won in both Group
