RACE 1: SPREADEX SPORTS GET 50 IN BONUSES HANDICAP  

 

Hul Ah Bah Loo   Mabre    Fat Gladiator   

 

HUL AH BAH LOO has been running consistently well, mainly at this venue, and would have finished 

closer over C&D last time but for trouble in running. He lines up off the same mark and makes 

slightly more appeal than Mabre, who won that race in which Hul Ah Bah Loo was unlucky and very 

nearly followed up at Southwell. Fat Gladiator and Hiromichi may both improve on their comeback 

efforts.

1 FORWARD FLIGHT  A winner at 1m. Beaten 12l behind May Night at 40-1 when 

last of 11 on his latest outing at Wolverhampton over 1m 1f last month. Having his first run for a 

new stable today, previously with A King. 

     

2 DARVEL    He has won three times from 6f to 1m. Well beaten at 14-1 

behind Canoodled when 14th of 16 on his latest outing at Newmarket over 1m (good to soft) in 

October last year.

9 RIVER WHARFE   He has won four times from 7f to 1m 1f including 3 wins on 

the all-weather (2 PO). Beaten 5l behind Mabre at 9-1 when seventh of 8 on his latest outing over 

this course and distance earlier this month.  



    

10 FAT GLADIATOR A   winner at 7f on polytrack. Finished 4 1/2l behind Stately 

Home when fourth of 13 at 25-1 on his latest outing at Kempton over 1m earlier this month.  

    

11 MR MARVLOS   Placed in three of nine starts. Beaten 14l behind Just Amber 

at 8-1 when seventh of 8 on his latest outing at Newmarket over 1m (good to firm) in August last

Chloellie arrives 

following a similar effort here, getting within three-parts of a length of springing a surprise, and she 

must enter calculations. Non Mollare, who is the joint top-rated performer with Royal Debut, also 

merits shortlist inclusion.

Master Of Chant when fifth of 10 at 20-1 on her racecourse debut at Kempton over 7f last month.

   

4 D DAY ARVALENREEVA  Full sister to Udaberri, won at 1m 4f.   

   

5 GRAND DUCHESS OLGA  Full sister to Peripeteia, won three times between 1m 2f and 

1m 6f. Finished 18l behind Eternal Hope when sixth of 7 at 80-1 on her racecourse debut at 

Chelmsford City over 1m 2f last month.    

  

6 ALTA COMEDIA   Half-sister to Ghurair, won seven times between 7f and 1m 

1f.   

   

7 MASKED QUEEN  Half-sister to Invincible Dragon, won four times at 6f and 7f. 

Beaten 19l behind Dumfries at 18-1 when 11th of 12 on her racecourse debut at Southwell over 1m
