RIVERSTONE (12) also comes with some useful Cape form and was also not far behind Gem King 
last time out. GOLDEN DESTINY (9) was a beaten favourite when stepping up in trip last run. Back 

over what looks to be a more suitable distance and can make amends. GOOD TRAVELLER (7) runs 

well on this course and was only a length back to the useful Teflon Man last run.  He has been 

consistent of late. MAR DEL PLATA (8) is useful on his day and with only 50kg to shoulder he will be a 

threat. (Andrew Harrison: 10-12-9-7-8).

AGRADO (4) is progressive and got a hefty six-point 

shunt up the handicap for his last win over course and distance. Andrew Fortune rides. IBHELE (8) 

has been knocking on the door for some time now but has been dropping in the handicap. He could be 

off a more competitive mark now. (Andrew Harrison: 5-11-4-8).

She has a much more favourite gate 
here although taking on males. GURKHA (1) was a recent maiden winner but won well enough to 

suggest that he has more improvement to come from the best of the draw. (Andrew Harrison: 9-4-2-1).
