Race Summary: QUEEN OF PEARLS finished a promising second on debut over this trip and with any
improvement will be hard to beat. DONDOYAKI and SAVARA'S PRINCESS have the form and
experience, especially over this distance, to make their presence felt. However, a bigger threat could
come from one of the newcomers so pay attention to the betting exchanges. Before any market clues,
THE REASON is respected with Richard Fourie booked to ride. Well-bred debutantes BLOOMING
LOVELY, BOSPHORUS STRAIT and DUCHESS DI aren't taken lightly either.

However, well-bred newcomers
STONEYWOOD and GEOSTORM are of particular interest on debut as both are closely related (full
brothers) to Grade 1-winning sprinters.

MICKE'S BOMB is closely matched on that form so
should be competitive on 3.5kg better terms. Consistent hard-knocker TIME FOR CHARITY also has
solid form.

Familiar foe
FRANCILIEN renews rivalry in her peak outing and is weighted to avenge that narrow defeat on 1kg
better terms. BOSUM BUDDY wasn't a long way adrift that day and should also be competitive on these
revised terms. LIMERICK LACE is open to improvement on her reappearance so shouldn't be
underestimated. Course-and-distance specialist FLIGHT OF A CONDOR can get into the picture too.

MOUNT DARWIN, MASTERSHIP and BIRTHRIGHT have the form and experience at this level
to have a say in the outcome.
