RACE 2: CASUMO BEST ODDS GUARANTEED FILLIES' NOVICE STAKES (GBB RACE)  

 

Azure Blue   Colombidea   Noteable   

 

AZURE BLUE has been second behind two horses which subsequently performed in Group 3s on her 

last two starts at Ayr and Carlisle, and she may prove too good for her rivals in this contest. Noteable 

took a step forward from her debut when she produced a promising display at Chester last time and 

she could be in the mix as well, while the newcomer Colombidea has plenty of class and speed in her 

pedigree so it would be no surprise to see her make an impact on debut.
