preferred to unexposed nursery debutant Inshad, who has had a gelding operation since his last run in June.  Perfect Sight and 

Freak Encounter cannot be ruled out either.

THURSDAY - ESCARPMENT - CHURCHILL ROSE

Race Preview: THURSDAY finished a creditable third at Epsom a week ago, given she was out of the handicap, and the four-year-

old gets another chance returning to this lower grade having won over course and distance in June. Escarpment wasn't at his best 

on the slower ground at Leicester last time, but is not out of this only 3lb higher than when scoring at Musselburgh before that. 

Churchill Rose returns to turf with a shout off her current mark having won at Kempton in July. 

Placed in four of 11 starts. Beaten a head by Brazilian Rose when second of 

5 at 6-4 on her latest outing at Lingfield over 7f last month.

Placed twice in eight starts. Third of 5 behind Beau Gars beaten 1 1/4l at

Successful twice at 1m on good to firm ground and on the all-weather.

Beaten less 

than a length in a better race on his first start after bring gelded and wind surgery, he drops in class and is fully entitled to find plenty 

of improvement. So Smart arrives carrying a penalty and may find a place the best he can muster.
